Have you changed your password recently?

If you selected “remember my credentials” your
password and username was saved on your home
computer. If you change your password, like you
must every 120 days, you will need to enter your
new password before you can enter myMCPS.

Are you on a Mac?

You will need to login with both your domain and
user name. (MCPSMD\username). If you have
trouble with Safari, try an alternative browser such
as Firefox or Google Chrome.

Are you typing your password in the correct
case?

Just in case, check the spelling and make sure the

caps lock key is off.
