Standards-Based Grading and Reporting—ELAMP

(Essential Learnings Art, Music, Physical Education)

The ELAMP system was created by The Office of Curriculum and Instructional Programs (OCIP) for teachers of Art, Music, and Physical Education to quickly generate data collection documents by Essential Learnings (EL) for all students in Grades 1, 2 & 3.  ELAMP08 is an updated version of the application available last year with the addition of grade 3.  By simply selecting a few buttons, you will be able to print each Essential Learning data collection sheet with students' names preprinted by class/homeroom section.

Data collection document generation for art, music and physical education will be available with the Student Information Management System (SIMS) download. SIMS STUBIO files provide biographical data on students and these files are provided to schools bi-weekly through the download process which places the file in your school’s file server secured by a password. There will be an extra file called ELAMP08 (acronym for Essential Learnings Art, Music, PE) which will provide art, music, and physical education teachers with the ability to automatically populate EL data collection documents for all Grade 1, 2, and 3 students by section by marking period making use of ESTUBIO name and section fields. There is also a file ELAMP Read Me First 2007-08, which has directions for the SIMS administrator.  Please ask the SIMS administrator at your school who manages SIMS files for the ELAMP file or ask their assistance to create your data collection documents which will take only a matter of minutes. Simple directions for teacher users will be available on the opening screen. 
This system specifically responds to a need expressed by art, music and physical education teachers to eliminate the task of manually entering the names of a large number of students.  There is no requirement that schools use this; but it was created and is offered as a helpful tool for teachers.
