“Look Fors” – Elementary School Physical Education Programs
· Grouping (small, large, jig-saw)

· Challenging tasks (differentiated)

· Task Sheets (re-enforce learning)

· Homework

· Word Walls

· Cues on Wall for students to go to and use as reference for self-test

· Clear mastery objectives

· Standards used to plan lessons and posted on wall so students make connections

· Display of student work – evidence of learning

· Emphasis on learning movement skills, fitness, and responsibility in a movement setting
· Use of pedometers and heart rate monitors

· No lines – everyone included and tasks modified for inclusion

· Closure to check for learning and gain info to use in reflective process

· Authentic forms of assessment (rubrics, self assessment, peer assessment, demonstrations, presentations, choreography, etc.)

· Use of criterion-referenced fitness and skill testing…clear set of criteria for assessment –no longer use norm referenced testing.
