Standards-Based Grading and Reporting

Expectations for Grade 3 

2007–2008

· Implement standards-based curriculum using the instructional guides. 
· Use formative and summative assessments (written and observed) to determine instructional needs of students.

· Use standards-based Essential Learnings assigned to each curricular area; grading and reporting rubric; assessments/tasks; and proficiency criteria.

· Administer the required Montgomery County Public Schools Identified Assessment for each Essential Learning for each marking period to be counted towards the grade.

· Report learning skills separately from the academic meaning of the grade.

· Communicate to students the purpose of homework for practice, which is reported as a learning skill, and the purpose of homework for learning, which is part of the grade.
· Report grades on the traditional report card to reflect each student’s level of proficiency on Essential Learnings.
· Determine grades based on multiple and varied measures over time.
· Provide information on student progress toward proficiency on Essential Learnings to students and parents.
· May adjust instruction to below grade-level Essential Learnings for special education students as determined by the Individualized Education Program team.

· May adjust instruction to below grade-level Essential Learnings for a student through an English Language Learners plan.

· Determine placement in above grade-level mathematics course based on a school team decision.
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
