Type of Workers ﬂ‘ Goods They Sell/Buy | ServiCes' They Sell/Buy
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Goods — Things that people make or grow that satisfy economic wants.
Services — Actions (jobs) that people do for each other. A service is something that
you cannot touch or hold. A service is consumed at the instant it is provided.
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
