The first
GBTLA site began with 21 students and 19 volunteer tutors who met on Saturday mornings at the day care
center at the Housing Opportunities Commission in Olney, Maryland. The program celebrates its 215t year of
operation in 2007 and is expected to serve approximately 3,600 students at 12 sites throughout
Montgomery County.
