Explain what you did with student(s) and the educational impact
You can do almost anything you like here – as long as it is educational.  It can be something you do with one student or a whole class.  You do NOT need to post your podcast on a podcasting website.  You CAN put your audio files on the school network, or publish them to your school network.  Or you can simply copy them to a portable mp3 player.  Some ideas for projects are:

· Have kids record vocabulary words and their definitions for later study
· Read (or have kids read) a book and create your own audio book 

· Record exam notes that you cover one time in class and then load into the student shared folder so kids could listen and review during lunch or at home
· Vocabulary assignments where every student is responsible for creating a podcast for one word and then everyone can listen to learn the vocab, 
· Record math problems.  Have kids could walk people through a problem on a podcast.  This would help them learn to verbalize their understanding of math concepts.

· Create podcasts of short passages and have students work on their listening comprehension skills by listening to the audio file and then answer questions.

· Have students practice reading fluency by recording themselves.  Students are motivated to listen to themselves, then re-record to improve fluency.

· Have students read their original poetry or short stories
· Have students could do a show about their spelling or vocabulary words, giving the definitions and making up sentences

· Narrate passages for the students to analyze or translate
· Have students do a public service announcement about what they have learned in health or science
· Have students make historical radio broadcasts from ancient Egypt or Germany during WWII
· Have students make their own story and record it for other students to enjoy for a unit on oral storytelling

· Use an audio file to give students directions. This would prevent the teacher from repeated the instructions for students that were absent.
