AT Tech Tip: How to Assign a Right Mouse-Click for Button Editing within IntelliTools Classroom Suite
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1. First, launch Classroom Suite and login as an administrator. From the Navigation Screen, single mouse-click on the button labeled, Teacher Options. 
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2. A Teacher Options dialog box appears onscreen. Within User Preferences and within the User Interface tab, single mouse-click in the space next to Allow Right-Click to Edit to select it. Then, click OK at the bottom of the dialog box to exit.
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3. Now, as you begin to create or modify Classroom Suite activities, you can right mouse-click on buttons to view and edit the properties. Have fun!
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
