AT Tech Tip: How to Remove the Administrator Sign-In and Password when Launching Classroom Suite
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1. Launch Classroom Suite and when prompted, login as an Administrator by typing Administrator for both the sign-in name and the password. 
2. From the Navigation Screen, single mouse-click on the button labeled, Administrator Options.
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3. An Administrator Options dialog box appears onscreen. Single mouse-click in the space next to Program Opens with Selected User Signed In to select it. (You will notice the user is already set as Administrator.) Click OK to exit.
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4.    Now, when you re-launch Classroom Suite, the application will open with Administrator privileges and will not prompt you for a sign-in name and password. The application will open directly to the Navigation Screen.
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
