AT Tech Tip: How to Use the Talking Tooltips Feature within IntelliTools Classroom Suite 
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Tip: Classroom Suite activities can be set to allow buttons to be spoken aloud when scanned or when the mouse cursor hovers over buttons.
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1. First, open a Classroom Suite activity you wish to use Talking Tooltips in. Next, single-mouse click on Options in the toolbar at the top of the screen and scroll down to and single mouse-click on Teacher Options.



2. Within User Preferences and within the User Interface tab, single mouse-click in the space next to Use Talking Tooltips to select it. Then, click OK to exit.

Now, test the Talking Tooltip feature by placing the cursor on various buttons or 
by scanning items onscreen. You did it!
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
