AT Tech Tip: How to Insert Alternate Button Text from what is Displayed as the Button Name within an IntelliTalk 3 Writing Activity
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1. Once you’ve opened your IntelliTalk 3 Classroom Suite activity, single mouse-click on IntelliTalk in the toolbar at the top of the screen and scroll down to and single mouse-click on Picture Options. Within the appearance tab, select Picture. This option will display the button picture only. Next, click OK.
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2. Next, right mouse-click on a button you wish to modify. From the Button Properties dialog box, single mouse-click on the tab labeled, Actions. Within the Available Actions section, use the scroll bar and scroll down to Type. You will notice the actions on the right-hand side change to reflect typing options. Scroll down to Type Text…and single mouse-click on the button labeled, Add: Type Text. 
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3. A Type Text dialog box appears onscreen. Type the text you want to coincide with the button picture and click OK. You will notice this new action is now visible under Button Actions. Use the up & down buttons to move its action placement if needed. Next, click OK to return your activity.
