AT Tech Tip: How to Assign Key Content to Switch Ports within Overlay Maker 3
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1. First, launch Overlay Maker 3 and open a desired overlay. Next, decide which key action you would like to assign to a switch port for student access. Double mouse-click on the chosen key. Once selected, a Properties of Key dialog box appears onscreen.
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2. Next, click on the tab, Key Content, and click and drag cursor across text displayed to highlight the key content. Then, use the keyboard shortcut, Ctrl+C, to copy the listed content. Once copied, click OK to exit.
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3. Next, single mouse-click on Overlay Maker in the toolbar at the top of the screen and scroll down to and single mouse-click on Switches…to open the Edit Content of Switches dialog box. Decide whether you are assigning the key content to switch #1 or #2. Then, single mouse-click on the Edit…button for the chosen switch number. 
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4. A Switch Content dialog box appears onscreen. Use the keyboard shortcut, Crtl+V, to paste the copied key content into the switch content. Click OK twice to exit the switch content dialog boxes.
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5. Save your overlay and send it to the IntelliKeys and try accessing the assigned function using a switch plugged into either switch port #1 or #2. You did it!
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
