“All empty ink and toner cartridges should be sent to the warehouse”

The 1st link below is for the list of current items in the recycle program.  
The 4250 is not in the program but can be ordered for $79 in FMS.  
We will continue to try and get the 4730s in the program as that continues to be the most in-demand item. I doubt the 1505s will make it on the program and we will try to get the 3005s added.  We now have over (300) 3005s and the new small MFPs will take the same cartridge.  NEW HP Toner for these models is already low and there is relatively less demand for the remanufactured toner.
