Teacher instructs students by 
providing mini lessons that 
focus on the 6 + 1 traits. 

Students begin writing their first 
draft papers incorporating skills 
learned from mini lesson. 

Teacher re-teaches mini 
lessons that have not been 
mastered. 

Class meets to share published work.
