Art - Grades 6, 7, and 8:  Materials for take home projects: $3.00 

Math - Grades 6, 7, and 8:  Students who choose to use a school-owned TI-83 calculator instead of buying their own 

will need to put down a deposit of $50. The deposit will be returned to the studentôs parents/guardians when the 

calculator is returned in good condition. However, students who lose or damage a school-owned calculator will be 

assigned a financial obligation for the cost of the calculator (less any deposit paid). 

Health/Physical Education - Grades 6, 7, and 8:  No Fees 

For PE class, students may wear a Baker uniform or a plain t-shirt and plain gym shorts (inseam 4-8 inches); they will 

need to wear a supportive, sturdy pair of sneakers and a pair of socks; they are encouraged to bring deodorant and 

sunscreen; for cold weather days, they are encouraged to bring any color sweatshirt, sweatpants, hat and gloves.

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GRADING AND REPORTING PROCEDURES  

 

As Montgomery County schools continue to phase in the new grading policy, there will be some aspects that are new 

to you. The grading policy has been initiated to give parents a clear understanding of their childôs academic progress. 

A studentôs grade should reflect his or her progress towards mastering the course objectives and indicators. As the 

grading procedures for MCPS are crystallizing, you will see some revisions to our grading procedures. Letter grades 

will still appear on your childôs report card. However, you will see grades appear as percentages on your childôs 

grade sheet. The grade sheet will be divided into three categories: Summative Assessments (25%), Formative As-

sessments (no less than 65%), and Homework (no more than 10%). Summative assessments may include unit tests, 

end of quarter tests, and/or various methods of summarizing a childôs progress. Formative assessments may include 

methods of assessing a childôs ongoing progress toward those summative assessments. The homework category will 

include a studentôs completed homework. 

 

GRADING SCALE:  

 A = 90 ï 100 

 B = 80 ï 89 

 C = 70 ï 79 

 D = 60 ï 69 

 E = 59 and below 

 

GRADE SHEETS:  Grade sheets will appear on EDLINE again this year. Teachers have a two-week window for 

posting grades. 

 

DUE DATES/DEADLINES :  Teachers will let students know when an assignment is due. This may also appear on 

EDLINE where homework assignments will be listed. Students who turn in their assignment after the due date, but 

prior to the deadline, will receive a grade reduction of no more than 10%. A deadline is the absolute last day that an 

assignment will be accepted for a grade. Assignments not handed in may receive a zero. Due dates and deadlines 

will be established by the teacher and communicated to the students through the use of one or more of the following: 

classroom agenda, assignment book, table of contents, EDLINE, and verbal announcements. Due Date Extensions: 

If an extension of the due date is needed, students must arrange this with the teacher prior to the due date. There will 

be no extensions for work after the stated deadline, except in the case of extenuating circumstances. 

 

HOMEWORK :  All homework is valuable and related to the curriculum. Some work, begun in class or part of an 

assignment, may be given as homework, graded, and included in the graded formative assessments. Practice 

homework will receive feedback from the teacher and will be recorded as no more than 10% of a studentôs grade. 

 

RETEACHING/REASSESSING:  Reteaching occurs when students are not meeting learning goals. This is 

assessed in a number of ways. When teachers provide an opportunity for students to be reassessed, this will be 

available to all students in the class. An entire or partial reassessment would be offered after the students fulfilled 

certain conditions, such as attending a review session, completing a review packet, etc. The grade that the student 

earns on the reassessment will replace the original grade. Only one reassessment opportunity per task/assessment 

will be given. Some assessments or tasks will not be eligible for reassessment. 

 

LEARNING SKILLS :  As a further way of understanding a studentôs progress in class, learning habits and work 

skills will be noted.  These will fall into two categories. 

Participation ï This describes how engaged a student is in class discussions, activities, and class work. 

Assignment Completion ï This describes how attentive a student is in completing and turning in work. This 

would cover both homework and assignments in class. These learning skills are not averaged into a studentôs 

grade but reflect work habits which contribute to a studentôs academic progress and success. 

The symbols for the learning skills used are as follows: 

C ï Consistently   O ï Often   S ï Sometimes   R ï Rarely   NI ï Not enough info. 

The bottom of the grading scale will be 50%. However, any student who does not 

hand in an assignment by the noted deadline for that grade will receive a zero. 

Assignments which reflect little or no effort may receive a zero. The learning skills 

are not averaged into a studentôs grade but reflect work habits which contribute to a 

studentôs academic progress and success. 
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BAKER MIDDLE SCHOOL STANDARDS  

The following standards apply to all Baker students at all times. 

 

IN THE CLASSROOM  

¶ Be seated, with your materials, ready to begin when the bell rings. 

¶ Keep your hands and feet to yourself. 

¶ Stay seated (unless granted permission to do otherwise by your teacher). 

¶ Show respect for teachersô and other  studentsô rights and property. 

¶  Gum, food, and beverages are not allowed in the classroom without the permission of the teacher. 

 

IN THE HALLWAYS  

¶ Walk, at all times, through the building. 

¶ Use appropriate behavior, keeping your hands and feet to yourself. 

¶ ñHorseplayò is an unacceptable behavior. 

¶ Use the appropriate volume of voice when indoors.  

¶ Use only appropriate language. 

¶ Keep to the right side of halls and stairs. 

¶ During instructional time, a pass (planner) is mandatory. 

 

IN THE CAFETERIA  

¶ Form and keep a single line at each service area. 

¶ Clean up your own place. 

¶ Running, shoving, and ñhorseplayò are unacceptable behaviors. 

¶ Keep your voice at an appropriate volume. 

¶ Remain in the cafeteria until dismissed and allowed to go outside. 

¶ Fast food deliveries are not appropriate. Students should buy their lunch at school or bring it from home. 

 

IN THE ASSEMBLIES  

¶ Be seated and stay with your class. 

¶ Speak only if required, then use an appropriate volume. 

¶ Show your respect for every presenter and every program. 

¶ Books, objects not needed for the assembly. 

¶ Beverages, gum, candy, and food are forbidden. 

 

SCHOOL -WIDE STANDARDS  

(These apply in all parts of Baker at all times, including during before- and after-school events.) 

¶ Wear no hats, bandanas, head bands, or chains. 

¶ Wear no coats in the building unless given permission by a staff member. 

¶ Wear no shirts or clothing which reference violence, weapons, drugs, sex, or any other inappropriate or 

offensive matter. 

¶ Store your book bag/backpack in your locker. 

¶ Chew no gum and eat no candy unless given permission by a staff member. 

¶ Use appropriate language and demonstrate appropriate behavior. 

¶ Consume food and drink only in the cafeteria. 

¶ Name calling and verbal harassment against persons because of their race, religion, national origin, ethnic 

background, sexual orientation, or disability will not be tolerated. 

¶ Keep your hands and feet to yourself.  ñHorseplayò is an unacceptable behavior. 

¶ Do not share a locker with another person.  Each student is assigned their own locker. 
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BAKER MIDDLE SCHOOL GENERAL INFORMATION FROM A -Z 

 

ACTIVITY BUS ï Only students who participate in an approved and sponsored after-school activity will be able to 

ride the activity bus. Passes for the activity bus will be issued by the staff member sponsoring the activity. Bus routes 

will be published at the beginning of the year. 

 

ACTIVITIES/CLUBS ï The activities are offered on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday afternoons so students can 

ride the activity bus, if needed. There is an organized program of clubs, support sessions, and activities. All students who 

participate are expected to have made prior arrangements with a specific teacher and be under his/her supervision during 

the entire activity period. Every student is expected to take the activity bus unless being picked up by a parent/guardian. 

More details regarding after-school activities will be available at the beginning of the school year. 

 

ACTIVITY FEE ï The revenue received from the fees are used to help defray the costs of extracurricular activities. 

This has enabled MCPS to expand the extracurricular activity program in middle school and to reinstate a middle 

school interscholastic sports program. Extracurricular activities are voluntary and only those who participate need to 

pay. The fee is a sliding fee based on family resources. 

 

ATTENDANCE  ï Attendance in school is required by law. ñA student is counted present for a full day if a student is 

in attendance four hours or more of the school day. A student is counted present for ½ day if in attendance for at least 

two hours of the school day, but less than four hours.ò (Maryland Student Records System Manual) 

1) Students will be recorded as am absent, if they arrive at school more than two hours late (after 9:55 am). 

2) Students will be recorded as pm absent, if they leave school more than two hours early (before 12:40 pm). 

3) Students will be recorded as either am absent or pm absent, if they are absent from school for more than two 

hours, but less than four hours during the school day. 

4) Students will be recorded as full-day absent, if they are present for less than two hours of the school day. 

5) Students will be recorded as full-day present, if they are present for more than four hours of the school day. 

Please, do not schedule non-emergency appointments during the school day, if at all possible. 

If a student will be absent from school or will be arriving late, a parent/guardian is expected to call each day before 
9:00 am to report the absence/tardiness. The Attendance Secretaryôs number is 301-253-7010 . If the school has not 

been informed by 9:00 am, the parent/guardian will be notified of the studentôs absence via the Connect Ed system. 

A student returning to school after an absence must turn in a note to the Attendance Secretary signed by the par-

ent/guardian. In accordance with regulation JEA-RA II.A.3.d.3, ñThe principal may require a physicianôs certificate from 
the parent or guardians of the student éò There will be a limit of three school days following the absence to sub-

mit the written note.  Unless the principal has granted an extension after this three-day limit, all undocumented ab-

sences are classified as unexcused. The note must contain the following information: studentôs name (full legal name), 

date(s) of absence, reason for absence, parent/guardian signature and contact number. According to Maryland State Law, 

only the following absences are considered lawful/excused (tardiness is considered to be a short absence): 

Å Previously Approved Activity Å Lack of Authorized Transportation Å Illness of Student 

Å Court Summons Å Religious Holiday Å Death in Family  

Å State of Emergency Å Hazardous Weather Conditions Å Suspension 

 
Absence for any other reason must be approved by the Principal prior to the absence. A letter should be ad-

dressed to the Principal giving the dates and the reason(s) for the proposed absence. This letter must be received three 

days prior to the first day of absence. 

 

A student arriving late must sign in at the Attendance window. At that time, the student must turn in a note, signed by 

the parent/guardian, explaining the absence, or the parent/guardian must sign in the student. A student arriving with-

out a note or parent/guardian signature will be marked unexcused. A note or parent signature does not guarantee that 

the absence/tardiness will be excused. A student who needs to leave before regular dismissal time should bring a note, 

signed by the parent/guardian, explaining the absence, to the Attendance window by 7:50 am (or as early in the day as 

possible). The student will receive a pass from the Attendance Office which is to be presented to the teacher at the 

beginning of the class from which the student is to be dismissed. It is the studentôs responsibility to keep an eye on the 

time so he/she can be dismissed at the requested ñto leave atò time without being called. Students must leave the 
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school building within 15 minutes after dismissal unless they are involved in an activity under the direct supervision 

of a staff member or extracurricular activity sponsor. 

 

AWARDS ï We recognize student achievements throughout the school year, culminating with an Awards Ceremony 

in June for exceptional achievements. 

 

BULLDOG TIME ï Bulldog Time is a 15 minute period at the beginning of the school day when students engage in 

sustained reading or see a teacher for reteaching/reassessment or make-up work. To see a teacher, students must make 

arrangements ahead of time and have a pre-approved Bulldog Time pass. Please remember that the school day begins 

at 7:55 am. Arrival after this time will be marked as Tardy. 

 

BUS TRANSPORTATION ï Bus transportation is a privilege and students must follow all school and bus rules while 

on the bus. Discipline problems which occur on the bus are considered a very serious matter due to the safety issues in-

volved. The school and transportation department reserve the right to deny bus transportation to students who do not 

comply with the rules. Students may walk to and from school only if a signed note of permission is brought from home 

and placed on file with the Attendance Secretary. Students are expected to ride their own bus home. Students seeking 

to ride a different bus must turn in a dated written request signed by a parent/guardian. Requests are to be turned in to the 

Attendance Secretary first thing in the morning. Bus passes will not be issued after lunches are over for the day. 

 

CAFETERIA ï The cafeteria sells hot lunches everyday as well as ña la carteò items, milk, and ice cream. Menus are 

posted daily in the cafeteria and can be found on the MCPS website. (Prices are subject to change.) You may pay for 

lunches at www.MyLunchMoney.com.

Lunch PIN Numbers - Students will be assigned a PIN number that will be used in purchasing lunches. This system 

can also be used for prepayment of lunches. Parents can make out a check to the school in the amount to be deposited 

in their childôs account. The students can use this deposit system to pay for lunch and need not carry cash to school. 

Breakfast Program ï Students eating breakfast at Baker may pick up a ticket at the front entrance starting at 7:30am 

and proceed to the cafeteria by going to the right in the main hallway. Students will take the stairs to the lower level 

and enter the cafeteria, handing their ticket to the cashier after their selection. 

 

CELL PHONES ï Secondary school students may possess portable communication devices on MCPS property and 

at MCPS-sponsored activities. It is the studentôs responsibility to ensure that the device is TURNED OFF AND OUT 

OF SIGHT during times of unauthorized use. Secondary school students may not turn on/use the device until the 

end of the official instructional day on the school campus. At Baker MS, this time is at 2:40. Use of devices by 

secondary school students riding to and from school on MCPS buses is permitted as long as it does not impact the safe 

operation of the school bus. However, secondary school students may not use portable communication devices on 

MCPS or commercially chartered buses used for school-sponsored activities during the official instructional 

day. Students who do not follow the rules and are using their phone during the official instructional day will have 

their phone confiscated and a parent will have to come to the school and pick it up. If there is an emergency situation 

when a student must contact home during the day or at an after-school activity, the student will be permitted to use the 

school phone in the main office. 

 

CODE BLUE ï This is a term used to alert staff that an emergency/crisis exists at or near an MCPS facility that 

requires an enhanced level of security. It requires students to be accounted for and under supervison. The types of 

situations warranting a Code Blue include such events as approaching severe weather, police notification that a 

criminal suspect is in the general location of the school, or a medical emergency occuring inside the building. During 

a Code Blue, the school is locked down on the outside. This is to protect against an outside danger and is used in cases 

where students need to be contained and halls kept clear (e.g., a medical emergency in the building). Classroom 

instruction will continue as usual during a Code Blue. 

 

CODE BLUE (Shelter in Place) ï During a ñShelter-in-Place,ò the school will need to keep students housed within 

the building until further notice. This may occur in incidents involving hazardous material spills or other possible con-

tamination dangers. 
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CODE RED ï Code Red is a term used to describe an emergency/crisis at an MCPS facility. Code Red alerts staff 

that imminent danger exists inside or outside the building and requires moving to an immediate lockdown mode. It 

requires all students to be accounted for and under supervision. During a Code Red, NO ONE, including parents/

guardians, may enter the building. During a Code Red, the telephone will not be answered. 

 

COMPUTER USAGE ï Students are expected to follow certain rules when using any of Bakerôs computers. The 

rules given in the Library Research Center entry apply to all computers throughout the school. 

 

CONGREGATING AREA ï When the school opens to students at 7:30 am, students must sit in their grade level 

congregating area and are to stay there until 7:45 am. 

 

COUNSELING OFFICE ï The counseling staff consists of grade-level counselors who are responsible for 

counseling activities related to students. Each counselor is concerned with making school a meaningful and successful 

experience for each of their students. The counselors will follow their students for the three years they attend Baker. 

Students are encouraged to see a counselor, as needed, by signing-up on the appointment schedule located in the 

counseling office. Signing up for an appointment is to be done during a studentôs open time (i.e., Bulldog Time, 

lunch, or teacherôs permission with a pass). Of course, students with critical concerns will be seen as soon as possible. 

 

DECORATING LOCKERS ï Decorating lockers for a friendôs birthday is a tradition at Baker. Students may deco-

rate lockers only after school (i.e., between 2:40 and 4:00 pm) and must be under the direct supervision of a parent 

starting at 2:40 pm. All decorations must be removed and disposed of properly within three days of being put up. 

 

DRESS CODE ï 1) Pants worn below the hips are not permitted. 2) Short shorts, halter tops, crop tops, tank tops, 

raggedy cutoffs or other beach wear are not allowed. The hem of the shorts and skirts must fall below the tip of the 

middle finger when arms are held straight down to the sides. 3) No pajama pants, slippers, or other sleep wear. 4) 

Hats, scarves (for boys and girls), outer jackets, and backpacks are not to be worn inside the school. 5) T-shirts with 

inappropriate or suggestive messages are not to be worn to school. 6) Clothing or accessories associated with drugs, 

alcohol, gangs, such as bandanas of any colors, chained wallets, and spiked jewelry are not permitted. Our school has 

always been proud of the appearance of its students. We plan to continue to maintain our standard of dress. Clothing 

should reflect the idea that school is a place of business, not a place of recreation. Clothing and dress styles deemed 

inappropriate or distracting by a staff member may result in the student being sent home to change. Please use the fol-

lowing diagrams and rules 1-6 as examples of ñwhat not to do.ò 

 

DROP OFF/PICK UP ï At Baker, we try to make the school day run as smoothly and safely as possible so that dis-

tractions to learning are limited. With 

this in mind, we ask that, when you pro-

vide transportation for your child,  please 

use the large parking lot to the left of 

the school past the bus lane to drop off 

or pick up your child. Do not let your 

child out of your vehicle before the bus 

zone as doing so causes other vehicles to 

back up on Oak Drive or pull around 

stopped cars. If you need time for last 

minute instructions, paper signing, pack-

ing up, etc., please park in one of the 

spots in the large lot. The front of the 

building is not to be used by parent/guardian vehicles from 7:00-8:15 am and from 2:15-4:15 pm. 

 

EDLINE ï Edline will be used to post student progress reports, assignments, and other class and school related 

information for students and parents. Edline updates will be done on a regular basis. The staff will put forth this extra 

effort so that parents may have up to date information on their childôs academic status in their classes. This is another 

way in which parents can be active partners with the school in their childôs academic success. Teachers have a two 

week window for posting grades. To interpret the reports correctly, please note that assignments are listed with 

percentages as of that week, and an overall grade is listed for the child. This is the grade the child would receive at 

that time using the assignments listed. 
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To access Edline go to www.Edline.com. 

1. Double click ñLoginò. 

2. First time users ï click ñFor new activation code.ò Use the activation code supplied by Baker. There is a different 

activation code for each school in which you have children enrolled; e.g., Baker and DHS. You will be able to 

change the code and reset to your personal screen name and password in this step. Skip this step after the initial 

sign-in. 

3. Returning users ï enter your screen name/password. 

4. Click on your childôs name in the upper left corner. 

5. Click on the particular class in which you are interested under ñClassesò on the left side. This brings up 

information on that particular class. 

6. You will see ñContentsò on the right side. Click on the area that you would like to view; i.e., progress report, 

assignments, etc. 

7. To e-mail a teacher, click on e-mail address located in the center of the page. This will link you directly to the 

teacherôs mailbox. 

8. ñCombined Calendarò shows all assignments posted on a calendar for your child. This calendar has a combination 

of all classes. 

9. To log out, click ñLogoutò on upper right. 

 

ELIGIBILITY FOR INTRAMURALS and  EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES  ï Participation in intramurals 

and extracurricular activities is a privilege extended to all students. It is the studentôs responsibility to remain eligible. 

In accordance with MCPS Policy IQD, Regulation IQR-RD, ñStudents who have a 2.0 grade point average with no 

more than one failing grade in the previous marking period will be academically eligible to participate or practice dur-

ing the next marking period in any extracurricular activity requiring academic eligibility. Students who do not meet 

these criteria are considered to be ineligible.ò Tutoring and instruction-related activities are the only exceptions. 

 

ENTERING BUILDING ï Students may not enter the school building earlier that 7:30 am. Sixth grade students will 

enter through the front doors and go left to the congregating area between the new and old wing. Seventh grade 

students will enter through the side door near the large parking lot and proceed down the steps. Seventh grade stu-

dents will turn left to congregate in the extension hallway (new wing) to the 7th grade locker area. Eighth grade 

students will enter the building through the back door and will congregate in the hallway to where it intersects with 

the Science hallway. (See map on back cover.) Students shall remain seated along the walls of the hallway without 

blocking doorways until the 7:45 am bell sounds, at which time they will report to their lockers and then on to their 

1st period class.  

 

FEES ï Student obligations may be issued to those who have lost books or material loaned to them by the school. 

Replacement or repayment will be a necessity in order to issue the final copy of the student report card. If a family has 

difficulty in meeting any of the assessed fees, please contact your childôs team leader. 

 

FIRE DRILLS ï Fire Drills will be practiced ten times during the year to ensure orderly evacuation at all times 

during the day. We thank you and appreciate your understanding and cooperation in this process. 

 

GIFTED AND TALENTED  ï Baker Middle School has a program for G/T students which is both accelerated and 

enriched and follows MCPS county-wide policy and regulations. At present, there are G/T programs in English and Math 

in Grades 6, 7, and 8. Students are expected to successfully complete assignments of a greater level of difficulty and 

complexity, display increased higher order intellectual skills, and maintain at least a ñBò average every marking period. In 

any course not specifically identified as a ñG/Tò course, teachers provide differentiated instruction. The purpose of this, in 

a heterogeneously-grouped classroom, is to challenge students to reach their potential without frustrating them. 

 

HALL PASSES ï Students must have a hall pass to be out of class. The student planner will serve as the official 

pass. Teachers will sign the book on the appropriate date and will note the time and destination. 

 

HEALTH ROOM ï Students are responsible for immediately notifying the teacher if an injury occurs. A student 

who feels ill or wishes to discuss a health problem with the nurse or health technician should ask for a pass from the 

classroom teacher. Parents are requested to notify the Health Room about health concerns or problems, especially 

those that affect attendance, school performance, or require medications. All medications taken in school must be at 
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the direction of a doctor. Physician authorization forms for prescription and nonprescription medication are available 

in the health room. Parents should notify and work with the Health Room if their child requires medication during the 

school day. The school nurse and the health technician maintain and oversee the administration of all medicines. 
Parents, please keep your home and work telephone numbers updated so that we can reach you quickly in 

case of emergency. 

 

HONOR ROLL ï Baker Middle School publishes two honor rolls at the end of each marking period: there is an all 

Aôs honor roll and one for students who maintain at least a B average with no more than one C. ñStraight Aò students 

are photographed, by grade groups, at the end of each grading period. 

 

INSURANCE ï The option to purchase insurance is made available to all students during the first week of school. If 

a parent/guardian chooses to secure this insurance, he/she mails the form directly to the company. In many cases, the 

policy a family already has is sufficient. However, if a family does not have a health insurance policy, it is very 

important to consider securing this insurance. 

 

INTERSCHOLASTIC SPORTS  ï Seventh and eighth grade students will be able to participate in interscholastic 

sports programs in basketball, soccer, and softball. Boysô and girlsô teams will be fielded in all three sports. Students 

will need to have the annual activity fee paid, parental permission forms signed, and a medical form completed and 

turned in to participate. Academic and behavioral eligibility rules apply to all participants. 

 

INTRAMURAL  ATHLETICS  ï Baker Middle School has a comprehensive Intramural Program. A schedule of the 

program will be published early in the school year. All students are eligible to participate in any or all of the sports. 

Students may participate individually or on teams. Some of the sports may include flag football, volleyball, soccer, 

basketball, street hockey, table tennis, weight training, softball, and track. A complete listing of intramural sports will 

be available from the Intramural Coordinator. Academic and behavioral eligibility rules apply to all participants. 

 

LIBRARY MEDIA CENTER ï Students are welcome to use the Library Media Center from 7:30 am to 7:50 am, 

during classes, Bulldog Time, the last 15 minutes of their lunch period with a pass, and after school until 2:50 pm. 

ñWorking lunchesò and extended after-school visits are available thru prearrangements with the Library Media 

Specialist. End-of-year book loans for summer use are possible. 

 

LIBRARY RESEARCH CEN TER/COMPUTER USAGE ï The Library Media Center has 29 networked com-

puters with applications designed to assist student learning. Access to online encyclopedias, magazine and newspaper 

databases, the Internet, multimedia software, word processing, and presentation programs are all available on each 

computer. Each student computer account is accessible through a unique password. Students are encouraged to use the 

Online Resources provided by MCPS and Baker Middle School.   

When using the computers in the media center and all computer labs, each student should:  

¶ Remember that food and drinks are not allowed in any of the computer labs. 

¶ Log in only using his/her own login ID and password. 

¶ Keep his/her password confidential. 

¶ Recognize that scheduled classes have priority for use of the media center computers. 

¶ Recognize that the computers are to be used for educational purposes only. 

¶ Limit his/her use to the programs on the menu. Students may not access the hard drive, change settings, or insert 
discs brought in from the outside. 

¶ Students may not use email or social networking sites (Facebook, MySpace, etc.) at school. 

¶ Ask a staff member to supervise when a CD or thumb drive from home needs to be used. 

¶ Understand that inappropriate use of the Internet, computer programs or printers will result in an administrative 
referral and temporary or permanent loss of computer privileges. 

¶ Always select Print Preview before printing. This allows the student to see what has been selected to print and 
will prevent the printing of unwanted pages. 

¶ Logoff computer when finished.  Make sure work area is clean and chairs are pushed in. 

¶ Be aware that he/she will be required to pay for any physical damages to the computer, keyboard, or mouse. 
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LOCKERS  ï Each student will be assigned a locker at the beginning of the year. All personal items are to be kept in 

lockers when not in use. Sharing lockers is not permitted and the combination should not be given to anyone. Periodic 

locker checks will be conducted throughout the year to make sure that students are keeping their lockers clean and in 

good condition. Lockers are the property of the school and may be opened at any time by an administrator or by security. 

 

LOST AND FOUND ï Students who find items of value, such as watches, glasses, and jewelry, should turn them in 

to the Main Office. Items, such as clothing and books, are placed on the racks in the cafeteria so students can easily 

locate them. If items are lost in PE, students should check in the appropriate locker room or with the PE teacher. 

 

LUNCH MONEY, BORROWING ï You may only borrow money in emergency situations. When you borrow 

money from the Baker Cafeteria, you must pay it back the next day. Your parents/guardians will be notified of your 

debt if it isnôt paid back after two reminders. You will only be able to borrow lunch money twice. After borrowing the 

second time, you will need to make sure you repay your debt before you will be allowed to borrow again. 

 

MAKE UP WORK POLICY ï When students are absent from school, it is their responsibility to obtain and make 

up missed assignments. Students should check Edline for homework assignments and contact classmates about missed 

work. When they return, students should ask each of their teachers about making up work. When a student has been 

absent for three consecutive days due to illness, the parent/guardian may call the counseling office to request 

work . The teachers will have 24 hours to gather the work for the student. Students who are absent for any reason 

other than illness/hospitalization/death in family are responsible for getting their assignments prior to the absence. 

 

ONLINE RESOURCES ï The Baker Middle School website is http://www.bakerms.org. On it you will find news 

and information about the school, faculty contact information, information for student and parents/guardians, and 

links to grade and specific class information posted on Edline. The website is updated daily. Contact Mr. Lloyd, Baker 

webmaster, with any questions about the site. 

 

OUTDOOR EDUCATION ï Sixth graders at Baker Middle School will participate in Outdoor Ed. This year, Out-

door Ed will be held during February 2010. Sixth grade parents will receive more information early in the school year. 

 

PARENT COMMUNICATION PROTOCOL ï The staff of Baker Middle School works diligently every day to 

provide students with the best possible learning experience. Staff members strive to work together with parents to re-

solve issues pertaining to our studentsô education and well-being. In order to provide efficient and effective communi-

cation between home and school, please follow this communication protocol: 

1) Parents should make direct contact with the teacher first, either by email or by phone. 

2) If the teacher does not respond within 48 hours, or if there are still unresolved issues following initial contact, the 

parent should contact the team leader, department chair, or grade level counselor. 

3) If there are still concerns, the parent should inform an administrator of the situation. 

 

PARENT CONFERENCE ï Baker Middle School follows the team philosophy, and grade-level teachers are 

organized into instructional teams. These teams meet daily to ensure that students are provided the best instructional 

program. One day per week is designated for parent conferences. These conferences are held in the team rooms and 

are attended by the counselor, team teachers, and an administrator (when requested). Notes from conferences will be 

given to the parent/guardian at the end of the conference. Parents may request conferences through the team leader or 

their childôs counselor. 

 

PAW PRINTS ï The principalôs weekly newsletter, with the latest school news, will be distributed to students on the 

first school day of the week during Bulldog Time. The newsletter will also be posted on the Baker website. 

 

PERSONAL PROPERTY ï Students who bring personal items to school such as cell phones, iPods, mp3 players, year-

books, etc. do so at their own risk. Neither MCPS nor Baker Middle School will be responsible for items that are damaged, 

lost, or stolen. Neither MCPS nor Baker Middle School will conduct more than a cursory investigation into the matter. 

 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION EXPECTATIONS  ï Each student is required to have a change of clothes for PE class. 

Uniforms will be available for purchase by all students. At the beginning of the year, lockers in the gym locker rooms 

will be assigned for the students to use. PE teachers will explain the procedures to follow in the event a student cannot 

physically participate in class for medical reasons. 
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PILLARS OF CHARACTER ï Character education is an integral part of the instructional program at Baker. A per-

son of good character is ethical and has moral strength. According to core universal values, the qualities of a person of 

good character are trustworthiness, respect, responsibility, fairness, caring, and citizenship. Students who exemplify 

these traits will be recognized with a a personalized photo certificate which will be displayed in the main hall show-

case and a letter from the principal will be placed in the studentôs cumulative file as well as being sent home. 

September ï Respect 

Respect is showing others that they are valued for who they are, for their character, and not for what they look like or 

what they have. It means treating others the way you want to be treated and never insulting or making fun of others 

because of differences in looks, ability, race or religion. A respectful person is polite, does not use bad language, and 

never uses violence. 

October ï Fairness 

Fairness is playing by the rules, taking turns, sharing, and listening to what others have to say. People who demon-

strate fairness do not take advantage of others. They consider all sides before making decisions. 

November ï Trustworthiness 

Trustworthiness is being honest, telling the truth, keeping promises, and being loyal so people can trust you. Trust-

worthy people do not lie, cheat or steal. They have integrity and the moral courage to do the right thing and stand up 

for their beliefs even when it is hard to do. 

February ï Responsibility 

Responsibility is doing what you are supposed to do. Responsible people think ahead, set reasonable goals, control 

their tempers, and always do their best. They do not give up easily, especially when others are counting on them. Re-

sponsible people accept the consequences of the choices they made. They do not blame others. 

March ï Caring 

Caring is being kind, helpful, and generous to everyone. Caring people are considerate. They always think how their 

conduct affects others. They have compassion and empathy since they care how others feel. They are charitable, for-

giving, and do good deeds without any expectation of reward. 

April ï Citizenship 

Citizenship is doing your share to help your family and to make your community a better place. Good citizens are 

good neighbors and protect the environment. They cooperate with others, obey laws and rules, respect the authority of 

parents, teachers, and other people in authority. 

PTA (Parent Teacher Association) ï Baker Middle School is fortunate to have a very active and involved PTA. We 

are always looking for ways to increase involvement and are especially looking for volunteers. PTA meetings are held 

on the second Tuesday of each month at 7:00 pm in the Library Media Center. 

 

RECREATION CENTER PROCEDURES ï Students must have a note from their parent/guardian granting per-

mission to walk to the Recreation Center after school. The note must be presented in the main office in the morning. 

Staff will confirm that the permission was given and a pass will be written for the student to walk in the afternoon. 

 

SCHOOL DANCES ï Only students currently attending Baker Middle School may attend school dances. There will 

be no exceptions to this policy. Parents are responsible for transporting their child to and from these events. Students 

are expected to be picked up immediately at the conclusion of the dance. Studentôs dress and behavior are expected to 

be school appropriate. Any student who is serving suspension on the day of a dance may not attend the dance. All 

regular school day rules apply during dances. 

 

SCHOOL HOURS ï The school hours are 7:55 am to 2:40 pm. Students may not enter the building before 7:30 am. 

Students are not to be in the building after school hours unless they are with a teacher in an approved activity. 

 

SPECIAL EDUCATION/SUPPORT SERVICES ï Special education services are provided in a variety of settings. 

There are four programs offered: Resource, Learning and Academic Disabilities (LAD), Learning for Independence 

(LFI), and School Community Based (SCB). Services for these programs may be provided through inclusion with 

special education support in content area classrooms and self-contained classrooms for Math, English, and Reading. A 

special educator works with each grade level and provides case management services for students. In addition, Special 

Education Paraeducators support each grade level and provide support through content areas. 
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SPORTS ï See interscholastic and intramural athletics. 

 

STUDENT DIRECTORY ï A student directory is published by the PTA early in the school year and is provided to 

studentsô families as a benefit of PTA membership. Parents have the option of not including their number in this 

directory by filling out a form which is included in the first school mailing and/or PTA newsletter. 

 

STUDENT PLANNER ï Eeach student will be issued one BAKER planner on the first day of school at no charge. 

The purpose of the planner is to provide a means of organization by tracking grades and recording homework. It is a 

resource for school policies, various rubrics, and important dates. For this reason, no pages may be removed from the 

planner. The planner also contains a studentôs hall pass. If, for whatever reason, a student needs to replace his/her 

planner, the student will be responsible for downloading and printing it at home. If the student does not have the capa-

bility to download/print at home, the student may have it done at school at a charge of $.10 per page. 

 

TESTING  ï Sixth, seventh, and eighth grade students are required to take Reading and Math MSAs. Eighth grade 

students also take the Science MSA. Students in the School Community Based and Learning for Independence pro-

grams are required to take the Alternative MSA. In addition, students taking English, Spanish, IM, Algebra, and 

Geometry take semester county-wide exams. Algebra students take the Algebra HSA (high school assessment) in 

May. All students will take the MAP-R during the fall, winter, and spring. These assessments are critical to your 

childôs placement in classes. Parents/guardians are asked to facilitate the schoolôs job in the administration of these 

tests by preparing their children and ensuring that they attend school each of the days of the tests. 

 

VISIT TO THE SCHOOL ï Parents are always welcome to visit a class. However, any parent wishing to do so must 

arrange this with the teacher 24 hours ahead of time. Upon arriving, visitors must check in with the Main Office and 

receive a guest pass. Visits by other students, friends, relatives, etc. are not allowed. Thank you for your cooperation 

with these safety measures. 

 
WEBSITE ï The Baker website at http://www.bakerms.org is a comprehensive one with a wide variety of infor-

mation available to parents and students. 
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STUDENT RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES  

 

The Student Rights and Responsibilities Policy and other Montgomery County policies 

provide the framework for Baker Middle School's Discipline Policies and Procedures. 

Student program adjustments and consequences for violations will be applied equitably 

to all students. It is important for students to be well informed about the practices 

which teachers will use in dealing with violations. 

 
¶ Teachers will use MCPS authorized discipline techniques in their classrooms and on teams. 

¶ All members of the Baker Middle School staff are responsible for assuring a safe environment and enforcing 

discipline policies. Students shall be respectful of all staff. 

¶ Teachers will involve parents as partners, when trying to diagnose and resolve problems. 

¶ Teachers will involve counselors to try to resolve chronic discipline problems displayed by individuals. 

¶ Team teachers will develop special programs and make accommodations for students who disrupt team activities. 

¶ Counselors, administrators, and alternative education staff will support teams in developing effective programs to 

resolve discipline concerns. 

¶ Teams, administrators, and counselors will use the EMT/IEP meeting process for those students who need special 

services beyond those available in a regular classroom. 

¶ Students who have been unable or unwilling to adopt and adhere to the Student Rights and Responsibilities will be 

referred to the appropriate administrator during emergency situations such as fights, assaults, theft, drug/alcohol 

related issues, smoking, and harassment or behaviors that seriously disrupt the instructional program. 

 

You, as a student, have the right: 

¶ to expect a quality education; 

¶ to ask for help when you need assistance or have learning, social, or behavioral problems; 

¶ to be mentally and physically safe and that other people will not verbally and/or physically hurt you; 

¶ to expect that personal and school property will not be abused, destroyed, or stolen; 

¶ to be in a learning environment free from disruption; 

¶ to have equal, fair, and nondiscriminatory treatment with regard to your participation in school organizations, the 

awarding of grades, and the enforcement of the Students Rights and Responsibilities. 

 

You, as a student, have the responsibility: 

¶ to develop strategies to do your very best; 

¶ to meet demands given by the school staff in a timely fashion (i.e., homework, project, doing make-up work, 

returning interims, etc.); 

¶ to follow oneôs schedule on time and to participate in class; 

¶ to not do things that may result in injury to one's self or others (i.e., running in halls, throwing things, etc.); 

¶ to report incidents which endanger others or break laws (i.e., fire, theft, injuries, broken wire, glass, etc.); 

¶ to talk to others in a respectful manner at all times.

DISCIPLINE PHILOSOPHY  

 
All Baker Middle School students are guaranteed important rights and privileges. Among these are the right to live 

and learn in a safe, orderly, and clean environment. Students have the right to be respected and to have their property 

respected and protected. In order to safeguard these rights, students are expected to assume and fulfill equally 

important responsibilities. The Baker Middle School staff believes that well-informed students will make good 

decisions, thereby avoiding the need for disciplinary or punitive consequences. 

 

 

DISCIPLINE POLICY  

 
The discipline policy at Baker Middle School is a collaborative effort on the part of the school, parents, and students. 

Discipline does not necessarily mean punishment. Discipline does mean the development of attitudes which lead the 

student to respect the need for rules and the willingness to follow them. Our expectations for student behavior are 

based on common sense, respect for the rights of others, and self-respect. Good self-discipline reflects good character. 

It sends a message about one's commitment to do what is right. This commitment comes from within. It cannot be 

forced upon an individual. The rules that are outlined here enable the school to function within a safe environment. 

Each person must provide the self-discipline that shapes the decisions that he/she makes about specific behaviors. 

 

The Baker Middle School Discipline Policy is based on the following assumptions: 

¶ The schoolôs job is to provide academic instruction while helping to develop the emotional and psychological 

aspects of all students. 

¶ The objectives of the school can best be accomplished in an environment  characterized by learning, respect for 

the individual, structure and/or organization, enthusiasm, friendliness, and cooperation. 

¶ An effective school discipline policy will encourage a positive learning environment with fewer opportunities for 

distraction. 

¶ Schools should help students develop an attitude of self-discipline based on common sense, as well as respect for 

oneself and others. 

¶ The Baker Middle School community expects the school staff to maintain effective controlled supervision of its 

students throughout the school day. 

¶ Students, staff, and the community need to be aware of the schoolôs expectations for student behavior and the 

consequences if these expectations are not met. 

¶ The Baker Middle School Discipline Policy must be in accordance with current MCPS regulations and the 

Student Rights and Responsibilities Policy. 

 

 

BEHAVIOR INTERVENTIO N PROTOCOL  

 

The staff at Baker Middle School believe that every student should have the opportunity to learn the skills necessary 

to develop their own personal and social order in a democratic society. In order to achieve this goal, it is necessary for 

students to behave in a safe, orderly way for an effective learning environment. 

 

A discipline protocol has been established to support a climate of high expectations, teaching, learning, and 

maximized instruction. We feel that students rise or fall to the level of expectations that are presented to them. 

 

The six step Baker Behavior Intervention Protocol will help ensure that a standardized policy is in place to help make 

children more accountable and responsible for their choices.

To prevent the behavior from continuing, the teacher will utilize a set of 

classroom management strategies to stop the behavior. Strategies such as,

Non-verbal communication; Requests/Reminders; Behavior redirection  Steps 1 and 2  

may be repeated  

as many times  

as is deemed necessary. 

 

STEP 2 ð REFLECTIVE  

Teacher will give the ñBehavior Reflectionò sheet to the student to fill 

out. The student will explain why the behavior is taking place and list the 

expectation(s) that he/she is not following. Student will fill out the form 

as soon as the behavior is witnessed. He/she will complete this in class.  

  

STEP 3 ð PROACTIVE  

ANTISEPTIC BOUNCE  

The teacher will direct the student to take a time out with another teacher. 

The student will fill out another behavior reflection sheet. 

 

  

STEP 4 ð PROACTIVE  

TEAM CONFERENCE WITH STUDENT (PARENT CON TACT)  

The team will schedule a conference with the student. The team will 

discuss the studentôs reflection statement and why his/her behavior is 

continuing. 

 

  

STEP 5 ð PROACTIVE  

DETENTION/PARENT CON TACT  

The team will assign an after school detention (completing the 

appropriate detention form) and contact the parent. 

 

  

STEP 6 

ADMINISTRATIVE REFER RAL  

The teacher will complete the referral form and provide any additional 

documentation. The student will be referred to an administrator. 

All previous steps must be 

completed prior to Step 6. 
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1. Violent physical attack on another that requires medical attention outside of 
the school health room. 

2. Examples of academic dishonesty include, but are not limited to, the 

following: the willful giving or receiving of an unauthorized, unfair, 
dishonest, or unscrupulous advantage in academic work over other students 

using fraud, duress, deception, theft, trickery, talking, signs, gestures, 

copying, or any other methodology. 
3. Bullying is intentional negative actions on the part of one or more students, 

repeatedly and over time, that interfere with a studentôs ability to participate  

in or benefit from the schoolôs education programs. 

4. Hazing is an act which recklessly or intentionally subjects a student to mental 
or physical discomfort, embarrassment, harassment, or ridicule for the 

purpose of initiation into an organization. 

5. Intentional possession of a knife requires police referral. 
6. If the complaint of sexual harassment is against the principal, the complaint 

should be filed with the Office of Human Resources by calling 301-279-3270. 

7. During any investigation of a sexual harassment complaint, the complainant is 
not to be required to attend a face-to-face meeting with, or confront in any 

way, the alleged harasser.

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Bus Removal 

Riding the bus is a privilege, students may be subjected to 

removal from the bus for a time to be determined by admini-

stration. The parent/guardian will be responsible for arranging 

for other transportation. 

 

Conference/Referral 

The teacher or administrator will meet with the student and 

may contact parents by phone or email. A meeting may occur. 

 

Confiscation 

To take personal property with authority. To be picked up at 

school by parent/guardian. 

 

Detention 

A teacher or administrator may require student to remain after 

the regular school day. Students will be given 24-hour notice. 

Transportation home is the responsibility of the student and 

his/her parent. Detention assigned during the regular school 

day (e.g., lunch) does not require 24-hour prior notification. 

Being involved in an extracurricular activity is not a valid 

reason to postpone or skip detention. If the student is to par-

ticipate in a school-sponsored activity on the day detention is 

assigned, the assigned detention has priority. Failure to serve 

an assigned detention will result in further disciplinary action. 

 

Exclusion 

The principal may recommend that a student be permanently 

removed from classes. In such a case, appropriate outsider 

resources (e.g., psychologist, PPW) will be consulted. 

 

Expulsion 

In accordance with MCPS Regulation JGA-RB, a student may 

be excluded from all MCPS schools. The principal will auto-

matically recommend expulsion for nondiscretionary offenses. 

 

Loss of Computer Privileges 

Student will lose computer privileges during school (before 

and after) for a time to be determined by administration. 

 

Police Referral 

Under MCPS policy, a student who violates the law will be 

reported to the Montgomery County Police or, if appropriate, 

to the Fire Marshal. If such a situation arises, parents will be 

called immediately. 

 

Research Project 

These are utilized to have students better understand how they 

may have endangered someoneôs safety. 

 

Restitution 

Reimbursement of amount to replace or repair damage, stolen, 

lost items. 

 

School Service 

Depending on the type of misbehavior, students may be as-

signed in-school services, instead of, or in addition to deten-

tion. School service plans will be developed on an individual 

basis and in agreement with the parent/guardian. 

Suspension (Out-of-School) 

Out of school suspensions may only be given when it is deter-

mined by the principal that a behavior is disruptive and detri-

mental to the operations of the school. In accordance with the 

rules and regulations of MCPS, the principal may suspend a 

student for one to ten days.  

a) The student will be given notice of the reason for suspen-

sion, an explanation of the evidence, and an opportunity to 

present his/her side of the story. 

b) Students who are suspended from school may not partici-

pate in school-sponsored activities and are not permitted 

on MCPS school grounds during the period of suspension. 

c) The suspension usually ends in the morning after the last 

day of suspension with a parent intake conference re-

quired. 

d) The absences from class during a suspension are excused, 

students are expected to make up all work. 

e) The student and/or parent has the right to appeal a suspen-

sion to the principal. 

f) The principal may request reducing a ten-day suspension 

from the Deputy Superintendent.  

 

Temporary Removal from Class 

A student may be removed from a class by an administrator 

for repeated disruptive behavior. 

 

Written Contracts  

These will be determined by appropriate staff, under special 

circumstances, when the aim is to improve behavior.
