PTA Minutes

Meeting called to order @ 7:08 pm.

Burtonsville Shopping Center Update:

Tonight’s meeting included the Developer, Mr. Chris Jones for the new Burtonsville Shopping Center located directly behind the school.  The following elements were discussed:  new legislation in the works regarding liquor license law to enable an exception for an upscale restaurant for the shopping center; according to the current law, no liquor license within 300 ft of an elementary school; planning to put the upscale restaurant at end of area near CVS; building a family center in new shopping center to include education centers within shopping center; waiting for BGE to move a few poles to add a center turn lane on Rt. 198; MD State Highway did not grant or approve request to put in a stop light at Rt. 198 intersection; planning for more restaurants with outside seating; unsure if more fast food chains coming ; pond will be totally enclosed; developer build a 6ft. fence per MCPS guidelines and MCPS security office specifics; Liquor store will be next to the new Giant; a cleaners is scheduled to come; developer solicited stores/restaurant  ideas from parents attending the meeting; concluded and emphasized the plans to make the shopping center family friendly.

Minutes/Bylaws

Minutes from October meeting were approved (motioned by Alkanesh and seconded by Vanessa).  The Bylaws have also been recently approved.  Original of bylaws maintained in the Minutes Binder for 2010.  
Update from Treasurer (Chad on behalf of Matt)

· Chad confirmed that the profits from the monthly Dominoes pizza fundraiser include $17 for October and $34 in November.  Suggested that parents be sure they fill out the fundraiser sheet to ensure that Burtonsville is credited for the purchase.

· School Directories have been completed; can be emailed to all members; parents can print their own copy (green initiative); contact Chad if you are unable to print your own copy.  

· $523 earned from Giant A+ program; encourage all parents to go to website to sign up their Giant cards to appropriate those earnings to Burtonsville ES; Might want to put out another push to get folks to sign up.
· Thus far, $8,200 income; $6,700 expense; $1,500 credit; $3,500 reserve from last year; projected shortfall about $2,000;

Spring Fling

Mr. Williams has been in touch with Chad; Chad will get back in touch to find out the status of planning; Chad emphasized the amount of work needed to plan and execute Spring Fling.

Destination Imagination (DI)

Program is up and running; younger team did not get a sponsor therefore their team is not up and running.

Fundraising Issues (“Sally Foster”)

Parent expressed dissatisfaction with misinformation of her Sally Foster order; parent felt her order was not properly handled; parent further complained that she was not able to communicate with the coordinator of the fundraiser; another parent expressed that more accountability is needed when handling fundraisers to enable parents to continue to solicit from co-workers, family and friends; president emphasized that the remainder of the parent’s order was placed and was forthcoming in the upcoming week; at conclusion of discussion parent was offered a week of daycare as restitution from KAH director present at the meeting.   
As a result of this years confusion (orders not being placed or lost); members suggested that next year an order form be sent out to parents confirming the order placed (gives the parent confirmation of what was actually submitted).  This would also confirm if an order was placed at all.

Spirit Wear (Diane Hunter)

Brand New Spirit wear designs for t-shirts, sweatshirts, pants and 5th Grade shirts etc. were circulated for parent review; need at least 72 orders; prices for items not yet determined; it was suggested that orders are placed when money received rather than purchasing shirts outright to eliminate having volume on hand; Paint Branch HS is allowing us to sell baked goods at a variety of cheerleading events (JV/V); Diane is seeking donated baked good items from stores.  

Box Tops

Continue to submit box tops and place in Vanessa Roberts’ mailbox.  A flier is needed for backpacks as a reminder.  
NE Consortium/ECC Representative (Jennifer Wright)

Jennifer attended a recent Burtonsville Community meeting.  Discussed new development on Rt. 198 (Sweitzer Lane) project on Hold; Access Road behind town center on Hold until 2016; status of Burtonsville Crossing Center unsure depending on possible rezoning.
School Update (Melissa Smith)
