Creative and Performing Arts Academy FAQs

What are the required courses for the Arts Academy?


Arts Academy Students must take 4 credits in their focus area and one arts credit outside of their focus area.  Students should consult the course lists for art, choral music, instrumental music, journalism (yearbook or newspaper), and theatre to see the options.

What are the other requirements of the Arts Academy?


Students need to complete an enrichment program outside of school at some time between the beginning of 9th grade and the end of junior year.  This can include, but is not limited to, summer arts camp, the summer symposium art-related selections, a class at a local studio outside of the school, participation in Montgomery County Youth Orchestra, a workshop or seminar or pre-college course at a university, voice lessons, private instrumental lessons, or participation in a show or contest.  Additionally, each year students in the individual focus areas must make contributions to their portfolios or participate in an individual performance (depending on discipline).  The culminating experience for Arts Academy members is their senior year Capstone project: a performance, portfolio (journalism), art exhibit, a production, a film, or play.
