Mathematics, Technology, and Science Academy FAQs
1.
What are the required courses for the MTS Academy?


MTS students must take 4 credits beyond the Maryland State Graduation requirements in mathematics, technology, or science.  Any courses in these areas, along with all computer science courses, will count towards the MTS Academy requirements.  One of the 4 credits must be a technology credit and/or any computer science course.

How does the internship requirement for MTS differ from the school-wide internship program?


The MTS Academy internship requirement is tailored to the program:  150 hours or more, a daily log, an essay, and participation in the fall Internship Panel Presentations (IPPs).  MTS interns do not receive academic credit for their internship completed for the MTS Academy, nor community service hours.  However, they can receive payment for their internship.

When do MTS activities start for freshmen members?

The kickoff begins at the meetings held in September for students and parents.  There are four sessions of the required after school Experimental Design and Data Analysis course, two 8-week sessions in the fall (either Tuesdays or Thursdays), and two similar 8-week sessions in the spring.  While students may elect to do the fall or spring sessions, active membership in all academy members will still begin in the fall by attending Internship Panel Presentations (IPPs) and the lunchtime lecture series.
