Philosophy 
 
 The Clarksburg High School Softball program is designed to support the 
academic mission of the high school and to assist students in their personal growth and 
development.  We strive to make the softball field an extension of the classroom and the 
community by teaching hard work and dedication to the team through a highly 
competitive atmosphere fostered by sportsmanship and class. 
 
 
Student Eligibility 
 

1. All students who are candidates for participation are required to have an annual 
medical evaluation. 

2. All students must submit the MCPS Health Inventory Form and a Parent 
Permission form before being allowed to participate in contests. 

3. All students must pay the MCPS extracurricular activities fee before being 
allowed to participate in contests. 

4. A student who has a failing grade in more than one subject, or less than a 2.0 
grade point average at a marking period is ineligible to compete in the following 
marking period.  

5. A student who is ineligible is not allowed to participate with this team in anyway. 
6. Unexcused abscess or chronic tardiness to class, team practices, or team meetings 

is sufficient reason for declaring a student ineligible at any time.  The coach will 
determine in collaboration with the Athletic Director the date and term of 
ineligibility. 

7. A student must attend and participate in all classes the day of a contest to 
compete.  She must dress and participate in any gym class to compete in that 
nights contest.
