Major Events (4-6 in sequential order)


Leslie beats Jesse in a foot race on the first day of school.





Jesse’s attitude toward Leslie softens after some 5th-grade girls make fun of Leslie because her parents don’t own a television.   The two become friends and create a secret make-believe “kingdom” called Terabithia where they are free to be themselves.





Several days of rain cause the creek near Terabithia to rise.  Jesse, who can’t swim, avoids meeting Leslie there by going to a museum with Miss Edmunds, his favorite teacher.





While swinging on a rope to cross the creek, Leslie slips and falls, hitting her head on a rock.  She dies from her injuries.





Jesse’s behavior deteriorates because he’s having difficulty accepting Leslie’s death.





Resolution (how the conflict is solved)


Jesse comes to realize that even though Leslie is gone, she changed him for the better.  He now has the confidence to follow his dreams.  





Conflict (the major problem for the main character)





Jesse feels like an outcast in his family.  He wants to become an artist, but his father disapproves.  Leslie is a social misfit who isn’t accepted by her peers.
