Portfolio Guidelines
+ 10-15 pieces including a sketchbook.
+ Artwork should be from direct observation.
+ Variety of subject matter: still life, landscapes,portraits and self-portraits.
+ Variety of media: pencil, charcoal, ink, acrylic/oils.
+ Focus on compositions using foreground, middleground, and background with a good range of value.
+ Include some examples of how you use color.
+ Include only works completed in the last two years.
+ Works in progress are acceptable.
+ Artwork does not need to be matted or framed, but it does need to be neatly presented; no folded, torn, or stained work.
+ If you send slides, label each with your name, the size, and the media used. Slides must be of good quality and color saturation.

+ No cartoons, superheroes or CD cover copies.
