
   In October, our theme study was centered 
around the plants, animals, and habitats that we 
see on a farm.  We visited Green Meadows Farm 
in Ijamsville, Maryland to experience a day in 
the life of a farmer.  Thanks to all of our parent 
chaperones who helped out on that very fun and 
special day!       

    This month, the children will enjoy singing 
several seasonal poems at school including 
“Autumn Leaves Are Falling Down,” “November,” 
and “Turkey Dinner.”  Within these poems, we 
will locate our kindergarten sight words and 
continue to focus on using proper reading 
strategies. 

   We have also been reading and retelling fic-
tional books and talking about the characters 
and settings that are presented in each story.   
While you’re reading at home, please make sure 
your child is listening and understanding the 
story by asking questions about the book before 
the reading, during the reading, and after the 
reading.  We will also begin reading informa-
tional (non-fiction) books about the season of 
fall.  We will use the information we learn from 
these texts to write about the animals, plants, 
and activities people see and experience in fall. 

    In math, we will begin focusing our studies on 
exploring numbers. This will include counting and 
identifying numerals 1-31, counting numbers by 
2’s, 5’s, and 10’s, exploring more/less/equal sets, 
identifying odd and even numbers, and using 
ordinal number vocabulary.  Attached you will 
find ways to help your child at home with these 
math concepts.
