
        In October, the kindergarten focus is on 
apples, pumpkins, and farm animals and plants.  
We will read fiction and informational books to 
learn more about each of these topics and share 
great Fall poetry that connects with these sub-
jects as well.  Some of the poems you may hear 
the children singing at home include: “Way Up 
High,” “Five Little Pumpkins,” “Take Me Out To 
The Barnyard,” and “I Am A Firefighter.”   We 
will sort, graph, and make patterns with apples 
and pumpkins. We will use guided writing book-
lets that have the children form sentences 
about apples, pumpkins, and the season of Fall.  
These booklets will help the kids utilize their 
sight words and practice making finger spaces 
between their words and forming their letters 
correctly. 

Halloween Parties: 

     Our Halloween parade and parties will be 
held on the afternoon of Friday, October 30th. 
Please do not have the children wear their cos-
tumes to school on Halloween. Put them in your 
child’s backpack and we will help them put it on 
when it is time for the parade.  Also, please do 
not send your child to school with a violent cos-
tume.  We will not allow knives, swords, or 
anything that resembles violence.  

     Laytonsville Fire Department has  

volunteered to come to Goshen this month to 

commemorate “Fire Safety Month.”  They will 
talk to the kindergarteners about what to do in 
an emergency and show them their fire truck, 
ambulance, and uniforms.  Please talk to your 
child about the safe ways to get out of your 
house in case of a fire.  Make an evacuation plan 
and don't forget to also decide 
upon a common and safe meeting 
spot outside of your house.  

    In math, we will continue fo-
cusing on sorting, graphing, pat-
terning, and positional word 
vocabulary.  Please search for 
patterns around your home and community and 
have your child form their own patterns with 
their toys, snacks, shoes, crayons, etc.  Please 
also continue to use those tricky  positional 
words at home with your child.  These words 
include: “top,” “middle,” “bottom,” “above,” 
“below,” “before,” “between,” and “after.”    

Parent Conferences: 

    Parent conferences are scheduled for No-
vember .  It is very important that you come 
prepared to meet with your child’s teacher.  
Building a parent/teacher relationship can be 
extremely beneficial to the academic and social 
success of your child.  This is a time when we 
will update you on your child's progress and give 
you strategies to work with at home.  We look 
forward to meeting with you and talking abut 
your child.
