Rewarding Positive Behavior
The second component of PBIS is a school-wide
affirmation/incentive system to reward students
for meeting and exceeding our core expectations.
With PBIS, students have a greater opportunity to
be recognized for their efforts by receiving
Bullfrog Bucks coupons. These are matched with
specific feedback explaining the positive behavior
being demonstrated and its relationship to our
core values. Bullfrog Bucks are redeemable at
our school store which will be open to each class
twice a month. The store will offer items such as
books, pencils, stickers, as well as special
leadership opportunities in the classroom and
school. Samples of such opportunities are having
lunch with staff members, making school-wide

announcements, and reading with younger
students during recess periods.
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Behavior Support System
Our staff will continue to implement proactive
best practices in behavior management in order
to prevent problem classroom behaviors. We
will also strengthen our ability to communicate
and consistently implement a continuum
of appropriate behavior interventions that
match inappropriate behavior choices. We
believe that consistency throughout the school is
a key part in maintaining a positive
school environment.
