School Supply List 2009-2010

Students are expected to bring the following individual organizational tools and
personal supplies to school on the first day of class. Grade levels have also included
requests for donation (see list below chart). These items are not required, but would be
greatly appreciated. This list has been revised under newly adopted guidelines
regarding MCPS Scholastic Fees and Supplies.

Kindergarten: Backpack (large enough to hold a 9 x 11 inch folder) one box of 16
crayons, glue sticks.

Grade One: Backpack (large enough to hold a 9 x 11 inch folder) two boxes of 24
crayons, 12 glue sticks, two-dozen #2 pencils, 1 plastic red pocket folder, 1 marble
composition book (100 pages), 1 pencil box, 1 pair safety scissors, 2 oblong erasers

Grade Two: Backpack (large enough to hold a 9 x 11 inch folder), one three-ring
binder (1-inch), loose-leaf notebook paper, one box of 24 crayons, glue sticks, two-
dozen #2 pencils, pencil eraser caps, 2 pocket folders, 1 marble composition book
(100 pages), 1 pencil box/pencil pouch

Grade Three: Backpack (large enough to hold a 9 x 11 inch folder), one three-ring
binder (2-inch), loose-leaf notebook paper, one box of 24 crayons, glue sticks, two-
dozen #2 pencils (non-mechanical), black and blue pens, 2 pocket folders, 1 marble
composition book (100 pages), 1 pencil pouch for binder

Grade Four: Backpack (large enough to hold a 9 x 11 inch folder), one three-ring
binder (2-inch), loose-leaf notebook paper, subject dividers, one box of 24 crayons
or colored pencils, glue sticks, two-dozen #2 pencils, (non-mechanical), 2 pocket
folders, 1 marble composition book (100 pages), 1 pencil pouch with holes for
binder, one pair scissors

Grade Five: Backpack (large enough to hold a 9 x 11 inch folder), one three-ring
binder (2 or 3-inch), loose-leaf notebook paper, one box of 24 crayons, glue sticks,
two-dozen #2 pencils, (non-mechanical) black pens, 1 red pen, 3 pocket folders, 2
marble composition books (100 pages), 1 pencil pouch with holes for binder

Items to consider for donation at all grade levels: These items are not required, but will
be greatly appreciated: Liquid soap, hand sanitizers, paper towels, facial tissue, gallon
and quart-sized plastic zip-lock bags, Simple Green Cleaning Wipes, Expo dry erase
markers, pack of post-it notes, earphones with mini-plugs
