Frame of Reference
Using the Frame of Reference strategy teaches students how to create a mental con-
text for reading a passage. It has students consider what they know about a topic
and how they know what they know. When readers create these connections, it
engages them right from the start and helps them to deepen their understanding of
the text. Taking a critical look at how we gather our knowledge on a topic is an im-
portant step in evaluating its validity, and ultimately deepening our comprehension.
