Bullfrogs (who have displayed their own impressive hopping each year at Jump Rope for Heart) were inspired 
by a world record -holding jump rope athlete at a PTA -sponsored assembly on Thursday, October 1. 
 

David Fisher, òThe Rope Warrior,ó executes jump rope stunts that most of us can't even imagine.  His amazing 
repertoire includes such razzle-dazzle techniques as: glow-in-the-dark ropes; power jumping (where the rope 
passes under his feet up to four times per jump), rope-jumping versions of practically any dance step; dribbling 
a ball with his feet while jumping rope.  His rope speed has been timed at over 100 mph!  He is the current 
Guinness World Record holder for the most "Rump Jumps" (jumping rope while sitting on the ground) and was 
the subject of a feature story on the Ripley's Believe It or Not! television show.  He has even performed his skills 
at several presidential inaugurations and the Goodwill Games.  
 

David Fisher began using a jump rope for training when he was a voll eyball player at Emory University.  "I 
started out jumping rope to get into shape,ó he said, òand fell in love with the sport."  His performance 
reinforced what our Bullfrogs learn at school ð while promoting wellness. The Rope Warrior showed the 
students that no matter what your abilities, physical fitness is creative, empowering and a lot of fun.  
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
