Open House – Monday, October 12, 2009 
 

Kingsview Middle School will host its annual Open 
House for parents on Monday, October 12th from 
8:00 a.m. until 12:00 p.m.  During this time, you are 
invited to come to school and witness all of the 
outstanding teaching and learning that occurs on a 
daily basis.  Visits are open to all parents/guardians 
of Kingsview students.  We look forward to seeing 
you at our Open House! 
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During the first week of school, all art students were 
asked to take part in a contest. The objective was to 
create a piece of art that embodies and reminds 
students in the art room of Kingsview’s new core values: 
Respect, Outstanding Attitude, and Responsibility. The 
winner was 7th grader, Brittany Tabora. What beautiful 
artwork! 
 

Ten Simple Ways Parents can incorporate Art in Their Kid’s Lives: 

1. Enjoy the arts together. Sing, play music, read a book, dance, or draw with your child at home.  

2. Encourage your child to participate in the arts and celebrate their participation in or out of 
school.  

3. Explore your community’s library and read “the classics” together—from Mother Goose to Walt 
Whitman.  

4. Read your local newspaper to find out about attending local arts events like museum exhibits, 
local plays, festivals, or outdoor concerts.  

5. Tell your child’s teacher, principal, and school leadership that the arts are vital to your child’s 
success and an important part of a quality education. Find out if your school has sufficient 
resources for arts education, including qualified teachers and materials. If not, offer to help.  

6. Contact your local arts organizations to inquire about the arts education programs they offer 
either during school hours or after school. Volunteer to donate time, supplies, or help with their 
advocacy efforts and connect these services to your child’s school.  

7. Attend a school board or PTA meeting and voice your support for the arts to show them you 
care and make sure the arts are adequately funded as part of the core curriculum in the school 
budget.  

8. Explore your child’s dream to sing, to dance, to draw, to act—and encourage them to become 
the best they can be through the arts.  

9. Be an arts supporter!  Contact your elected officials—lawmakers and school board members—to 
ask them for more arts education funding from the local, state, and federal levels.   

10. Check out all of the art museums/galleries DC has to offer! Most of them are free! 

 



 
Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports (PBIS) 

 
As you probably already know, Kingsview Middle School has 
implemented a new initiative called PBIS at varying degrees in the 
different grade levels.  PBIS stands for “Positive Interventions and 
Supports”.  PBIS is a research-based system of discipline being 
implemented by over 2000 schools nation-wide and 400 schools in 
Maryland.  It is a data driven program that focuses on improving a 
school’s ability to teach and supporting the positive behavior of all 
students. 
 
The central tenet of PBIS is the identification of a school’s core 
values and the explicit expectations that accompany them.  A slogan 
that you and your children will become familiar with is, “As 
Kingsview Panthers, we ROAR with pride.”  ROAR is an acronym for 
our three core values: Respect, Outstanding Attitude, and 
Responsibility.  We have shared our expectations for our students 
beginning on the first day of school.  You and the students will begin 
to see posters around the school providing students with reminders 
of how to ROAR during every aspect of the instructional day. 
 
Whereas all students are going to know and understand our core 
values, the 8th grade students are going to be rewarded “ROAR 
Bucks” for consistently exhibiting behaviors that exemplify the core 
values.  The 8th grade students will be able to use their “ROAR 
Bucks” to enter drawings for prizes or purchase items from our 
“ROAR Store” which will have its grand opening in mid to late 
October.

Service Learning Activity Verification and turned in to the school SSL 
coordinator according to timelines. 

 
Students should keep copies of all SSL documents that they turn into the 
school or community representatives.     
 
Organizations and opportunities not listed at www.mcpsssl.org must be 
pre approved using MCPS Form 560-50, Request for SSL Preapproval. 
 
Students may address hunger and homelessness in Montgomery County 
by preparing bag lunches and dinners in their homes for delivery to 
homeless facilities.  This is an exception to the guideline that all service 
must occur in a public place.  Check out the details at the Questions and 
Answers section at www.mcpsssl.org.
