Unlocking the Prompt (Paragraph)
There are some key strategies to employ when trying to unlock a paragraph prompt. They are:

· Finding key words in the prompt that you need to address

· Formulating a thesis sentence

· Using textual evidence to support the thesis sentence

· Making connections

· Using a strong concluding sentence

3 Ways to Write a Thesis Sentence:

· Questioning: Question the text or the audience.

· Direct Address: Make a statement that directly address the topic

· Quoting: Use a famous quote or saying that is relevant to the topic

Types of Connections:

· Text to Text: This is where you draw comparisons between the text you are discussing and another piece of literature.

· Text to Self: This is where you draw comparisons between the text and your personal experiences.

· Text to World: This is where you draw comparisons between the text and real life examples, events, or occurrences.

Writing a Strong Concluding Sentence:

· End by re-stating or summarizing your thesis statement
· Move the audience to action by suggesting that they do something

· Utilize an appeal to emotion, logic, or ethics
