In an attempt to recall
and organize vocabulary, it 1s recommended that the student
illustrate, and label in Spanish, 50 words for each of the 7 topics
listed below. (The illustrations may be stick figures, homemade, or
clip art.)

1. Sports and leisure activities
2. School related activities

3. Environmental issues

4. Government and politics

5. Health / personal hygiene

6. Business / occupations

7. Family / friends / personal relationships

This work is due on the first day back to school in the fall. Late work will be accepted until the
deadline, the Tuesday after Labor Day for a penalty of 10%. This summer assignment is worth
approximately 1/3 of the homework for practice and preparation category. However, due
diligence in completing this assignment renders the work invaluable, as the student will gain an
incredible amount of knowledge.
