He co-founded New Playwrights’ Theatre , was one of the founders of The League of Washington Theatres, and he wrote, directed and produced the Inaugural Helen Hayes Awards at The National Theatre in Washington, DC.  For 25 years he has been writing and directing special events for a wide array of clients including Arena Stage, The United States Army, The International Association of Fire Fighters, The Anti-Defamation League and AFSCME.  He has co-authored 5 plays with Ernie Joselovitz that have been published by Samuel French and by Dramatic Publishing and performed in theaters throughout the U.S.  Anthologies of his comedy sketches – written with Lisa Levin Itté and with others, as well as solo - have been published by Contemporary Drama Services and used in classrooms and theatres around the world.
