The dress code for RHS remains as it was last year and 

will be strictly enforced.

Principalõs Message                               Mensaje de la Directora 

that may be used during lunch only.  Receiving or 

sending text messages during the instructional 

day is strictly forbidden ð even from or to par-

ents.  Text messaging distracts students from their 

lessons and compromises test security.  Parents who 

need to get an urgent message to their students 

should call the front office at 301-517-8105.  We are 

asking parents (actually pleading!) to help us enforce 

this policy and not put their students in the compro-

mising position of receiving a text message during 

class.  Students in violation of the cell phone or elec-

tronic devices policy will have their items confiscated 

and held in the security office until a parent retrieves 

them. 

 
SCHEDULES: 

You will receive your official schedule on the first day 

of school.  You must follow this schedule unless the 

schedule has been changed previously by a school 

counselor.  Schedule changes will be made only when 

connected to an academic change.   Because staff 

members are hired based on student course selections 

the previous spring, schedule changes will NOT be 

made for electives.  Students needing a schedule 

change after school starts must get a Request for Ap-

pointment to change Schedule form from the counsel-

ing department on the first day of school.  Students 

with a legitimate request will be given an appointment 

to discuss the change needed.   Schedule changes are 

final only after you obtain a parent signature. 

 
We appreciate the funding and support MCPS has re-

ceived from the County Council in these tight budget 

times.  However, the funding MCPS received was less 

than the Board of Educationõs requested amount.  As a 

result of this current fiscal situation, it may become 

necessary for staffing changes to occur in some 

schools if enrollment comes in below projection and 

does not justify the staffing that was allocated. 

 
MCPS staffing allocations are based on projected en-

rollment.  We certainly hope that at the beginning of 

the school year our actual enrollment matches the 

projected enrollment.  If there is a need to make an 

adjustment in staffing based on actual enrollment, I will 

do my best to minimize the impact of these necessary 

adjustments.  I will keep you informed of any changes 

that may occur at our school.

Parent participation is a critical component for the 

success of any school.  Please become involved in at
