Read and follow the underlined directions. Your responses (use the present tense, typed, Times New Roman 12
pt font, double-spaced) will serve as a resource to prepare for the class discussion — and will be collected the second
day of school

During Reading — Answer all three questions.

1. After reading the first 2 chapters write a paragraph or more to include the following;
e  Summarize the opening chapter of the text.
e  Predict what will happen in the subsequent chapters.

e Does the cover of the book prepare the reader for the actual plotline?

2. Halfway through the book write a paragraph or more to include the following.
e Summarize what has happened in the first half of the book — after the first two chapters.
e Predict what will happen in the subsequent chapters.

¢ Identify and explain one significant change that occurs - character, setting, etc.

3. Upon completing the book write a paragraph or more to include the following:
e  Summarize the second half of the book.
e What surprises you about the book?

e Compare and contrast your predictions to what actually happened in the book.

e What did you like about the book?
