Project Description:  You are to write a report of 1 ½ - 2 double spaced, typed pages that addresses the following questions:

1. When and where did the guitar come into existence?
2. How has the guitar evolved over time?

3. What are some of the ancestors and relatives of the guitar?

4. Since the invention of the guitar, who have been the typical players of the guitar and guitar like instruments?
5. Why have the guitar and its relatives always been so popular?

6. What styles of music does the guitar commonly play?

7. When and by whom was the guitar first electrified?

Procedure:

1. Complete the video guide for Guitar: From Stone Age Through Solid Rock 

2. Complete your research:  An internet pathfinder containing links to useful websites may be accessed through the Tilden Media Center website at http://www.mcps.k12.md.us/schools/tildenms/mediacenter/pathfinders/pathfinders_index.htm  Use these links to conduct most of your research.  We will spend two full class periods in the media center so that you may locate the information you need.  If you wish, you may also use books from the Tilden Media Center or other libraries.
3. Organize your thoughts:  When you have compiled all of the information you need, create an outline or other graphic organizer to help you put your ideas in order.

4. Write your rough draft:  Using your graphic organizer as a guide, write a complete first draft.  Revise and edit it.  Your rough draft may be handwritten.
5. Write your final draft:  After you have made all necessary revisions, type your final draft.  Make sure you include a heading with your name, the date, and a title.  Your final draft should be double spaced, have 1” margins all the way around, and use 12-point Times New Roman font.

Turn in your final draft during class on Wednesday, October 20th.
This is the due date and the deadline.

Late papers will not be accepted.

When you turn in your final draft, you must include the following, stapled together in this order:
1) This Paper

2) Final Draft

3) Rough Draft

4) Graphic Organizer

5) Video Guide
