Sadly, no matter how hard safety is promoted each year, and past tragedies are remembered 
and memorialized, our students still remain at risk.  It takes many volunteers and substantial community support to make this 
evening a huge success. 
 
Last year we had a successful event with lots of support from the parents, the school administration, staff and our Montgom-
ery Village community to which we were extremely grateful.  Our students enjoyed a lot of good food, games, and prizes with 
their friends.   
 
If you want to learn more about Post Prom and how you can help, please visit the PTSA website for information. Without 
parent and community support this event cannot happen.. You do not have to have a child in the 11th or 12th grades to partici-
pate in Post Prom. There are many ways you can support the Post Prom 2010 and help provide our students with a safe, drug 
and alcohol-free evening.

Academic Eligibility  
 
Last year Village Time and Saturday Success helped reduce the percentage of students who were ineligible for extracurricular 
activities.  Students must have a minimum grade average of 2.0 for all classes with no more than one failing grade to be aca-
demically eligible to participate or practice during the next marking period in any extracurricular activity requiring academic 
eligibility.   
 
Extra curricular activities include interscholastic athletics, school student government offices, class offices and other selected 
activities.  Village Time is back again.  We need students, parents and staff all working together to defeat ineligibility.  You 
can help by: 
 

¶  Getting to school and class on time; 

¶  Making sure assignments are completed and turned in on time; 

¶  Paying attention; 

¶  Reviewing materials before a test or quiz; 

¶  Checking Edline regularly so you can address problems before it is too late;  

¶  Asking questions or seeking help if something is unclear é and doing so quickly!   
 
There are many resources available to students if you just ask.  Use Village Time wisely.  Almost everyone needs help at some 
time, so donõt be shy.  Connect with your teacher.  Stop in at STEP or during their office hours and let them know you want 
to succeed.   

WMHS Piloting a New Cell Phone Use Policy   
 
Cell phones may be used by students prior to 7:25 a.m. and after 2:10 p.m., as well as during the STEP/lunch period. This is a 
change in previous policy.  Students may not use cell phones at all during class or between classes.  Cell phones used in viola-
tion of this policy  may be confiscated by staff.  Confiscated cell phones will be secured by the teacher and given to the front 
office staff who will log in the phone.  To get the phone back, your student will need to make an appointment to see Principal 
Hobbs.  Please understand the appointment may not be immediate, so students and parents must be prepared to wait to get 
the cell phone returned.  
 
Please take a few minutes to talk to your student about this policy change, and the importance of having phones turned off 
during the school day, except during STEP.  Please emphasize the consequences of violating the policy.  It is our hope that 
this privilege will be welcomed and honored.  
 
The decision to allow cell phones during the STEP/lunch period may be revisited at a later date as this is a pilot program for 
now.

Senior Fee Due  
 
Attention parents and senior students, it is time to pay your senior fee.  The fee must be paid by every senior who plans to 
graduate.  The fee covers expenses related to graduation including:  cap and gown purchase; graduation speaker; programs and 
awards; graduation tickets; flowers and òincidentals.ó  The fee is $54 until Thanksgiving Break  After Thanksgiving Break the 
fee is $65.  You can pay the fee at the Financial Office.  To set up a payment plan, please see Mrs. Alban in the Main Office. 

Student Service Learning (SSL) Hours  
 

¶ SSL is a graduation requirement in Maryland.  This graduation requirement is not intended to replace support for family 
members, neighbors, and religious organizations members. 

¶ All SSL activates must be approved in advance of any service.  This is done by selecting an activity and organization that is 
pre approved on the Web site www.mcpsssl.org or submitting MCPS Form 560-50 òApplication for Student Service learn-
ing Special Activityó for approval by the school SSL coordinator in advance of any service. 

¶ All SSL hours must be performed under the supervision of a nonprofit tax exempt organization.  For-profit assisted-living 
and nursing home facilities are the only exceptions to the nonprofit rule. 

¶ Students may earn a maximum of 8 service-learning hours within a 24-hour period.

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Counseling/Career Center News (1)  
 
The counseling office is excited to start the new school year.  The smooth opening is attributed to counselor, teacher, student 
and parent collaboration which is how it should be.  We want you to know we are here to answer questions and alleviate con-
cerns you may have.  Please feel free to contact your student's counselor whenever you feel a need to do so.  The counseling 
office will now be open the last Tuesday of every month until 6:00 p.m. 
 
A word of caution to parents:  We have learned that some college preparation organizations may claim the ability to earn 
MCPS credit.  The actuality of this claim should be explored through the Registrar, Ms. Claudia Jacobson, before action is 
taken to avoid disappointment with regard to earning MCPS course credit from organizations outside of the system. 
 
Students who are receiving accommodations for testing through an I.E.P. and who wish to use their accommodations to 
take the PSAT, SAT, ACT and/or AP exam(s) must pre-register with ETS and ACT.  Please call Mr. Horkan in the Counsel-
ing Office RIGHT AWAY  (301 840-3970) if you have not already pre-registered for special accommodations.  Students wish-
ing to take the TOEFL  (the test for students whose primary language is not English) should call (301) 314-0319 or (301) 
718-9893 to register. Registration booklets are in the Career Center but it is preferable to register on-line at www.toefl.org.    
 
Students should listen to the morning announcements, respond to any notes from the Counseling Office, and regularly check 
the College/Career Center newsletter and the Bulletin on the Watkins Mill website to take advantage of opportunities available 
to them.  The Watkins Mill website address is http://www.montgomeryschoolsmd.org/schools/watkinsmillhs/     
 
Students and parents should also check out the Career Center page on the Watkins Mill website for information about College 
Searches, Career Searches, Financial Aid, etc.  Once on the website, click on the Career Center tab. 
 
Counselor Visits: 
School counselors are working with each class to share pertinent information.  Visits were made in September to senior classes 
to give college application information and to answer questions about the steps that need to be taken prior to winter break.  
The senior class visited in small groups to meet with their counselors to go over graduation status and review next steps.  The 
freshmen class will visit with counselors in October to discuss the importance of the work they are doing this school year, to 
talk about the four year plan and to clear up misconceptions about GPA and eligibility. Also during the month of October, 
counselors will meet with the junior class to discuss goal setting.  Registration for 2010 will begin for juniors in early Decem-
ber.  Finally, at the beginning of November, sophomores will come to counseling to review their four year plan and prepare 
for the Career Interest Inventory. 
 
Of Special Note to Seniors:   
¶ Students and parents may access the college recruiter visit calendar as well as perform a college search and college match 

by logging into the family connection  program. The address is http://connection.naviance.com/wmhs.  Students can 
enter using their email and password.  Parents can enter as a guest using òwatkins.ó  To attend college visits, students must 
sign up on Family Connection and then come to the College/Career Center on the morning of the visit to pick up a pass 
for teacher approval.  Attendance at a college visit is always at the discretion of the teacher. 

¶ Deadline  for the University of Maryland College Park application ð November 1  for priority consideration.  Students are 
encouraged to apply online or download the application from the College Park website (www.uga.umd.edu).  Students 
need to request their official transcript right away if they have not already done so.  Students are to allow 15 days to proc-
ess transcripts.   

¶ Check the Career Center webpage on the Watkins Mill website, for scholarships and apply to all for which you qualify.  
There are 4 sections, General, Internet, Minority and School- Specific.  Students should also check with the universities to 
which they are applying for any specific scholarships offered by the university.  

¶ The Financial Aid Workshop will be held on November 19 at 7:00 pm in the media center.  Senior parents are encouraged 
to attend and learn how to complete the FAFSA (free application for federal student aid) form and learn about Maryland 
state aid programs.  WMHS recommends that all families complete the FAFSA regardless of  income.  You never know 
when you might need a loan.  Seniors and their parents can (and should!) register for their FAFSA PIN (Personal Identifi-
cation Number) now. If you fill out the form on-line you will need this informationin order to ôsignõ it. To apply for this 
number please visit the U.S. Department of Education website: www.pin.ed.gov This is an important first step to applying 
for federal student aid. 

¶ Registration deadline for the December 5 SAT  is October 30. The registration deadline for the December 12 ACT is No-
vember 6. Consider taking the ACT if you wish to show a testing profile in addition to the SAT. Students are encouraged 
to meet with their counselor if they are unsure of which test to take.  To register for either test, it is preferable to register 
on-line. The sites are as follows: SAT is www.collegeboard.com and the ACT is www.actstudent.org.   Students for whom 
payment would pose a financial hardship can meet with their counselor or Mrs. Prochnow about fee waiver eligibility.

Of Special Note to Seniors (continued): 
¶ Seniors should become student members of the PTSA either on their own or with their families. This membership will 

allow the student to apply for the many PTSA scholarships that will be available in late winter.  
¶ Maryland General Assembly 2009 Student Page Program: Seniors interested in participating in he Student Page Program 

must submit their application no later than 4:00 pm on Friday, October 23. The forms can be obtained from the College/
Career center. Students must be 16 years of age and Maryland residents. Students will serve two non-consecutive weeks 
during the Maryland General Assembly, assisting legislators in their activities.  There is a $50 stipend for each day worked.

¶ Seniors considering the University of Maryland ð Baltimore County (UMBC), should talk with Mrs. Prochnow to see if 
you are eligible for the Meyerhoff Scholarship. Students must have a minimum score of 600 on the math portion of the 
SAT, a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or above, and aspire to obtain a Ph.D. or MD/Ph.D. in math, science, computer science or 
engineering. Deadline to submit nominations is October 15. 

 
COLLEGE OPEN HOUSES  
All colleges encourage prospective students to visit during their senior year of high school. These visits help in the decision-
making process of which school to attend.  Check with the schools you are considering and see when their campus visits are. 
Plan to visit if at all possible. See a dorm, talk with students, meet with the admissions representatives and learn what scholar-
ships might be available for you. 

 
UNDECIDED SENIORS  
There will be a college fair on October 20 at the Discovery Sports Center in Germantown.  Bus transportation will be pro-
vided by the fair sponsors. Interested students must have a signed parental permission slip (available in the College/Career 
Center) to attend. The deadline for returning permission slips is 10/15.  The fair will be in the morning ð and many colleges 
and universities will be present. In addition there will be evening seminars from 6:30 p.m. ð 8:30 p.m. for parents. Various 
speakers will discuss athletic recruiting, financial aid, scholarship information and many other interesting subjects. 

 
NATIONAL HISPANIC COLLEGE FAIR  
On Wednesday, November 10, students from WMHS will be attending the Montgomery County Annual Hispanic College 
Fair. This is a wonderful opportunity for any collegebound Hispanic senior to meet with representatives from many colleges in 
one place. Beginning in late October students will be able to pick up an information packet from Mrs.Prochnow in the Col-
lege/Career center and return a signed parental permission slip for transportation purposes. The deadline for returning permis-
sion slips will be Thursday, November 5.

JUNIORS:  
¶ The PSAT will be given at Watkins Mill on October 14.  Juniors are expected to take this exam before taking their first 

SAT in the spring. There is a $13 registration fee that must be paid at the financial office.  Registration will   begin Octo-
ber 2, 2009 and end October 7, 2009.  This is the only date this test is given. For juniors this is their opportunity to qualify 
for National Merit Scholarships and Maryland Distinguished Scholar Scholarships, so it is an important test for college-
bound students. Juniors will be better prepared when taking the SAT ôfor realõ during the spring. 

¶ When taking the PSAT, Hispanic and African-American juniors should register for their own recognition program. 
This provides the colleges and scholarship programs with names of academically talented students. Students indicate their 
interest in these programs on the testing day as part of the test information section.   

¶ Log into Family Connection to see the complete list of college recruiters who will be visiting in the College/Career Cen-
ter. Students sign up on Family Connection to attend the visits they are interested in and then come to the College/Career 
Center on the morning of the visit to pick up a pass for teacher approval.   

¶ Mark your calendars now.  A "College Information Night" is being planned for Wednesday, March 4 at 7:00 p.m. in 
the Media Center for parents of juniors.  Important information will help guide the way toward your future. 

¶ Research colleges that interest you.  Visit them and talk to students. 
¶  Juniors should test in the spring of their junior year.  Take the SAT in January or March if currently in Pre-Calculus 

or in June if taking Algebra 2 or Geometry.  Consider taking the ACT in April.  We strongly recommend students meet 
with their counselor if they are unsure about which test to take. 

 
FRESHMEN & SOPHOMORES:  
¶ All freshmen and sophomores are required to take the PSAT on October 14, and the cost is free.  This test is given 

as practice and is used as a measure of college readiness. The practice P-SAT will be administered during the school day. 
Freshmen and sophomores are automatically registered.  The 2009 student guide to the P-SAT will be distributed to all 9th, 
10th and 11th grade students prior to the exam date. The booklet contains test taking tips and a practice test for students 
to review. 

¶ Start a Personal Profile listing all of your academic achievements, awards, and community service.  Keep adding to it each 
year so that when you are a senior all of this information is ready and available for your college applications.   

¶ Get involved!  Many scholarships require a deep commitment to community service.  Go beyond the minimum number 
of hours required for graduation.    

¶ Many scholarships ask you to list your leadership experience.  Join a club or organization and run for an office. 
¶ Start planning for college and thinking about your career interests. 
 
SENIORS, JUNIORS, SOPHOMORES: The ASVAB, a vocational aptitude test, will be administered at Watkins Mill on 
February 26.   Students must have a signed permission slip to take the test.  Permission slips will be available in January. 
  
PARENT ALERT: Parents and students will receive mailings during the school year from organizations that identify them-
selves as sources of financial aid and college recruitment.   There is a predicted fee for these services or opportunities. 
Please be aware that it is not necessary for you to pay for these services.  The academic record of your son or daughter speaks 
for itself and most of the information from the organizations can be obtained through the high school and local organizations.  
Here are some warning signs for scams or questionable programs: (a) announcement that òYou have been se-
lectedéó or òéare a finalistéó in a program the student never knowingly entered; (b) guarantee that the student 
has already won a scholarship and/or grant; (c) request for bank account or credit card information; (d) request for 
fee payment before services are rendered; (e) promise that all work will be done for the student. If in doubt about a 
program, please call Mrs. Prochnow in the College/Career Center at (301) 840-3957.
