These sexist
attitudes were an integral part of their lives in the educational
system The commttee tried to have recomendati ons to address
this problem They recomended changi ng the nanme of the
commttee fromTitle | X to Gender Equity. They would like to
have a full-tinme gender equity specialist. 1In their report they
had stressed the need for in-service training and workshops for
staff and synposiuns and conferences for students and parents.
They had tried to enphasize educational techniques for reducing
gender prejudi ces and gender stereotyping. They were asking to
increase the size of the commttee from1l5 to 19 because they saw
a lot of work that needed to be done.
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M. ol densohn expressed his agreenent that the commttee's nane
shoul d be changed. WMst people did not know what Title | X was.

Dr. Cronin said it was his understanding that Ms. Wiittier was
now a voting nenber of the commttee. Dr. Shoenberg expl ai ned
that the Board voted to make the Title I X liaison a voting
menber, Dr. Cronin thought that Dr. Brinfield had becone the
Iiaison, and Dr. Shoenberg explained that the Board had indicated
that the |iaison person would cone from O PD but had not been

i dentifi ed.

Dr. Shoenberg called attention to the recomrendati ons invol ving
parent -t eacher workshops and exposi ng parents and students to
gender equity issues. He thought this was sonething that could
be done in cooperation with PTAs or other organizations within
the schools. He asked whether they had been in contact with the
PTA. Ms. Nancy Rea replied that a former nenber of the commttee
had been working on trying to get PTA cooperation because nost
PTAs did not have a Title | X chairman. They hoped that changi ng
the nane of the conmmittee would increase PTA awareness.

Ms. Praisner recalled that when she had been on the executive
commttee of MCCPTA there had been representatives with
responsibilities for human rel ations. These people had served on
vari ous comm ttees and had conme back to make reports to the
executive commttee and tal ked about workshops or topics for the
del egate assenbly. It seened to her that they could not dictate
to MCCPTA what they did during their del egate assenblies, but she
knew they were al so very receptive to suggestions for prograns.
She suggested that a commttee representative mght want to
attend one of the executive commttee neetings and nmake sone
suggestions about the work of the commttee and possibilities for
wor ki ng together on these issues. It mght also be useful to
revi ew school system workshops which had taken place to hei ghten
parental know edge of some of the activities.

*M's. Hobbs joined the neeting at this point.

Dr. Cronin reported that |ast year at the neeting at Montgonery
Col | ege they had focused on outreach to the county governnent to
get theminvolved in activities and to share their resources and
responsibilities. The idea of filmfestivals and synposi uns
shoul d be sonet hing the Comm ssion for Winen could help on. In
this way they m ght be able to do a full county-w de rather than
school system gender equity program M. Tonat noted that they
were recomrendi ng a three-year programstarting with outreach to
t he schools and then noving out to involve nore organizations.
Dr. Cronin suggested that Myrna CGol denberg of Mntgonmery Col |l ege
shoul d be a prine resource.

M. Ewing thought it was a good idea to encourage the committee
to contact the PTA, but it seened to himthat if the Board
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t hought the suggestions were good ones the Board should take sone
initiative here to encourage MCCPTA to work with staff and the
commttee. Dr. Shoenberg expressed his agreenent.

M. Ew ng asked if the commttee had nore detail ed suggesti ons on
t he proposed courses and sem nars on gender equity. M. Tonat
replied that they did not have anything specific at this point.
The comm ttee would be working on this. Dr. Pitt commented that
they did have sonme courses and progranms now. He had attended
part of one last sumer. M. Nancy Rea noted that a two-day
conference was planned for this spring. M. Nguyen M nh Chau
reported that principals had told themthere was a di chotony

bet ween needing the information fromthe Title I X group and the
conflict in schedules. Even though staff wanted to cone to these
events, they could not. It was her inpression that there was a
great wealth of courses and synposia, and she suggested | ooking
at the scheduling of these events to nake them conveni ent for
staff.

Dr. Shoenberg expl ained that he did not nean the commttee should
go off and start working with the PTA. He was asking about
exploration of that possibility with the PTA. He asked about
what was offered in the way of in-service courses and whet her
they could bring a one or two session programto a school

cluster. Dr. Pitt replied that he would have to get that answer
fromstaff devel opnent.

It seened to Dr. Shoenberg that they were dealing with societal
attitudes that would take sone years to turn around. It m ght
take a generation. However, they certainly could help that
process along, and the commttee had been urging themto do this
over a period of years and the Board had done that. They had
seen a lot of changes in the registration of wonen in courses and
sonme changes in attitudes and expectations in the classroom It
was hard to do any one thing in such a way that it universally
reached everyone. He saw these as efforts to advance on a broken
front. He did not knowif there were things that they could
reasonably do that woul d reach everyone in sone way that would be
meani ngful. Dr. Pitt replied that their goal was to reach
everyone involved in educating youngsters. He pointed out that
there were differences between reaching people and convi ncing
them They needed to try everything fromcurriculumefforts to
counseling efforts.

Dr. Cronin said he would like to do a |link between the
recommendati ons on parent/teacher workshops on gender equity in
several targeted schools and enrollnents of female students in
hi gher | evel courses of math, science, and conputer science. He
asked if they had | ooked at figures for wonen in ninth grade

al gebra so that they could qualify for higher |evel mathematics
later. M. Tonat replied that this was one of the things they
woul d t hi nk about doing in order to nmake a deci sion about what
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schools they would target. M. Ella lans added that they had
just | ooked at total nunbers throughout Mntgonery County.

Dr. Cronin recalled that the Board had | ooked at the math
curriculumto see where students entered each course. They found
that by the time sone students entered algebra it was too late to
advance to higher levels. At that tinme this question was raised
about mnority students. Dr. Pitt thought they had many nore
young wonen going into mathematics at the high school |evel and
into sone of the hard sciences. However, there were not as nmany
wonen nmaki ng career choices to go into those areas. Dr. Cronin
al so suggested that there were sone courses where the majority of
students were wonen. |In sone vocational education courses the
enrollment was virtually all female. They should al so | ook at
how many nen were also going into traditionally fem nine careers.

Ms. Rea pointed out that this was also true of the higher |evel
forei gn | anguage cour ses.

Ms. Praisner stated that sonmetinmes they fell into the habit of
trying to create sonething separate for each specific agenda they
m ght be interested in rather than | ooking at things that they
were doing in other areas. It seens to her as they devel oped
their cable television prograns they could | ook at ways of

i ncorporating gender equity issues into existing television
prograns. \Wen they wanted to | ook at prograns for females in
non-traditional careers, they should | ook at their own Resource
Connection. She thought there was a whole variety of things they
coul d take advantage of if people becane nore sensitive to the
goals of this conmttee. They had to stop conpartnentalizing
their priorities. Dr. Pitt agreed and suggested that if they
invited an airline pilot in to visit with eight graders that
pilot could be a female.

Ms. Nguyen M nh Chau reported that they had | ooked into the past
operations of the commttee. This year they thought they would
send comm ttee nmenbers out to attend other conmttees as well as
PTA neetings. They had to sensitize parents to the fact that if
they wanted the best future for their girls they had to raise
them the sane way they did boys and vice versa. The committee
had to do sone nore honmework, and for this reason they had
suggested increasing the size of the commttee. In addition,

t hey needed nore staff time to do better coordination of
activities. They needed MCPS and the Board to provide
opportunity for the conmttee to be where the parents were
especially in other commttees. In this way they could approach
the problemfromdifferent angles.

M. ol densohn assunmed that staff would be responding to the
commttee's report and the series of recomendations. He asked
that the superintendent respond and indicate the quickest
possi bl e response to the recomrendations starting off with the
request ed nane change.
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Dr. Cronin thought it mght be interesting for the commttee to
get together wwth staff to talk about the variety of existing
commttees and their work. There m ght be the possibility of
joint commttee neetings to discuss common areas and | ead to sone
common thrusts. M. Tonat replied that they were planning to do
t his.

Ms. Serino asked about issues that students could participate in
for change. M. Tonat replied that the main thrust was to get
away from stereotyping. They opened up areas of non-traditional
careers both for wonen and nmen. Synposiuns woul d gi ve students
an opportunity to have an interchange with wonen and nen in non-
traditional careers. M. Rea said this could also include sone
social itens such as why the father always drove the car on
famly outings. M. Toni Negro said they had found that fenales
enrolled in higher level math and science in high school, but
they did not continue these courses in college. Wen they nade
career choices, they did not go into math, science, and

engi neering. The factors affecting those choices had to be
addressed. I n high school there were certain science courses
that tended to be predom nately female enrolled.

Dr. Shoenberg said that the superintendent would be responding to
t he recommendati ons; however, he believed the Board wanted to go
ahead with the nane change and woul d consi der increasing the size
of the commttee in June. He thought the reconmendati ons were
good ones and quite forward noving. He thanked the commttee for
their work.

al cohol free environment for teaching, |earning and working
wi thin the Montgonery County Pubic School s.

This overall purpose or goal wll be sought and achi eved
t hrough a series of objectives which include:

1. The provision and enforcenent of effective neasures to:
a) prevent the entry of drugs and al cohol into schools or
other MCPS facilities, properties, and vehicles; b) to
provide for the security neasures in MCPS that will address
t he associ ated probl ens of weapons and vi ol ence or the
threat of violence where and when those becone probl ens.

2. The provision of effective training for school staff
menbers and parents in the identification of the

ci rcunst ances which attend drug sal es and use/ abuse in
schools, as well as identification of what the inpact on
behavi or and attitudes is of drug and al cohol use and abuse.
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3. The provision of effective education for students about
t he dangers of drug and al cohol use and abuse.

4. The provision of increased student access to the
personal assistance students may need to prevent or treat
drug and al cohol use and abuse, through invol venent of
parents, the provision of alternative prograns, the
availability of treatnent prograns, in-school counseling
servi ces, student organi zati ons and ot her services and
supports that may be available in the community and provi ded
privately, or by county and state agencies.

5. Intensified cooperation with county and state agencies
in finding ways to reduce the demand for drugs, through
di sincentives for drug users and abusers.

6. The provision of needed resources, either fromthe MCPS
budget, or fromprivate or other public sources, to neet the
range of needs to address the problem

7. The devel opnent, continuous review, refinenment and

vi gorous inplenentation of effective rules and regul ati ons
whi ch are designed sinultaneously to protect staff and
student rights, and to ensure that pronpt action is taken to
achi eve the overall purpose of a drug and al cohol free
school environnent.

8. The devel opnment and publication of periodic reports on
progress made toward achi evenent of these objectives, with a
report to the public at |east annually.

B. Process and Cont ent

Al l MCPS enpl oyees are expected to convey by their actions,
deeds, and teachings that they do not in any way encourage
or condone al cohol or drug abuse by students. Staff nmenbers
are commtted to achieving the goals of this policy, to the
extent possible, in the foll ow ng ways:

1. Support federal, state, and |ocal |aws, guidelines, and
initiatives that are designed to create an al cohol and
drug-free environnment for teaching, |earning, and
wor ki ng.

2. Enforce effective neasures to:
a) Prevent the entry of alcohol and other drugs into
schools or other MCPS facilities, properties, and
vehi cl es

b) Provide for the security nmeasures in MCPS that
w || address the associ ated probl ens of weapons
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and vi ol ence or the threat of viol ence.

Provide effective training on a regular and conti nui ng
basis for MCPS staff nmenbers and parents in the:

a) | dentification or the circunstances which surround
drug sales, use, and abuse in and around hones,
communi ties, and schools

b) | dentification of the inpact of alcohol and other
drug use and abuse on behavi or and attitudes

Provi de a conprehensive education for students,
beginning in the el enentary grades, about the dangers
of al cohol and ot her drug use and abuse.

Pronote i ncreased student access to personal assistance
that could help prevent or treat al cohol and other drug
use and abuse through:

a) | nvol venent of parents
b) Provi sion of alternative prograns

c) Avai l ability of treatment prograns, in-school
counsel i ng services, student organi zations and
ot her services and supports that m ght be provided
privately in the community or by county and state
agenci es

Cooperate with county, state, and federal agencies in
finding ways to reduce the demand for drugs that is
created by those who see and by those who use drugs,

t hrough di sincentives for drug users and abusers.

Seek appropriate resources, either fromthe MCPS budget
or fromprivate or other public sources, to neet the
range of needs to address the problem

| mpl ement effective rules and regul ations that are
desi gned to:

a) Si mul taneously protect staff and student rights

b) Ensure that pronpt action is taken to achieve the
overal |l purpose of a drug- and al cohol -free school
envi r onnent

Publ i sh an annual report to the Board on progress nade
toward the achi evenent of the goals of this policy.

Re: BOARD MEMBER COWVMENTS

1. M. Coldensohn rem nded the Board and nenbers of the press
that March 10 was the date for the Montgonery County QOdyssey of
the M nd conpetition. He hoped that the press and photographers
woul d cover this event.

2. Ms. Praisner said that the Departnent of Fam |y Resources
had i ssued sone reports on denographic information around the
county. They had done studies on Kensington, Wheaton, Bethesda,
and Germantown. Having reviewed sone of the earlier studies, she
t hought there was sone useful information for MCPS about services
and the denographi c changes. She asked whether there had been
staff use of the previous studies and whether there was sone way
they could incorporate this information into their planning.

3. Ms. Praisner recalled that the Board had received a letter
from ESOL teachers at Quince Orchard H gh School which raised
sonme concerns about the functional witing test. She thought the
teachers had rai sed sone very valid concerns, and she wondered
where they were in pursuing this with the state Board. Dr. Pitt
said that teachers at Ri chard Montgonery had raised simlar
issues, and if staff agreed he intended to raise this issue with
the state.

4. Ms. Praisner stated that had she been present she woul d have
voted in favor of the agreenments with MCEA and MCCSSE. She and
Ms. Di Fonzo woul d have voted for the drug policy if they had
been present.

5. Dr. Cronin said there were sone references to changes that
were going to be made to Cutsail Elenentary to bring the four
additional roons into the building, and he would |i ke to see

t hose nodifications.

6. Dr. Cronin commented that the difficulty in attending the
AASA convention was the choice that had to be made anong t he

of ferings such as "Youth in Crisis,” "New Curricul um and
I nstruction,” "School Reform"™ "Enpowernent," "Conpl ex
Organi zations," "Society's Challenges,” "Wrking with the

Superintendent,"” and "Leadership wth Technol ogy.” He had
attended a session on "Recruitnent and Retention of Mnority
Teachers" and found that Dallas went to the United Negro Col | ege
Fund and hired one of their staff nmenbers to find teachers. They
al so woul d take people who had retired from other school systens
and paid themat their old retirement pay. He also noted that

Dr. Carl Smth, associate superintendent, had done a very fine
presentati on.
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7. M. Ewing stated that he had a strong reaction to the letter
fromthe ESCOL teachers at Quince Orchard. It was inportant for
themto nmake sure that they did not ask students to wite
sonething that they did not understand. He did not agree that

t hey should waive a witing requirenent for students. He would
be strongly opposed to giving students a diploma if they had not
mastered the English language. Dr. Pitt explained that they were
| ooking at certain things on the test that m ght have a cul tural
bi as.

8. M. Ewing reported that the Conm ssion on Excellence in
Teachi ng had rai sed a nunber of recommendations including one on
teacher evaluation that the Board had not yet acted on. He knew
it was a sensitive issue related to the contract with MCEA, but
it seemed to himthe Board ought to consider further discussion
on this issue.

9. M. Ewing said that a nunber of Board nenbers received a
letter fromBetty Hepburn in her capacity as chairman of the

G eater Wieaton Citizens Advisory Board. They were concerned
about the grow ng nunbers of immgrants who wanted to | earn
English but were turned away because MCPS did not have space for
them He appreciated the information the superintendent had
provi ded and the request for nore funds from MSDE. However, they
di d not know how many people had been turned away this year and
had to get a handle on this. Dr. Pitt replied that they had
enough space avail able to teach all the people, but the space
wasn't al ways where these people |lived. He was going to ask the
Adul t Education people to follow up on this. Ms. D Fonzo said
she had al so raised this question. She had been told that people
woul d show up at a center to take a course, but were turned away
because they hadn't taken the pretest. She had been told there
were insufficient teachers which was why peopl e had been turned
away. She had al so heard that people went to one site when they
coul d have gone to another site.

10.. M. Ewing reported that there was a grow ng unhappi ness in
the Blair community in regard to the situation about athletic
facilities, not only the building but in ternms of the ability of
t he school to accommpdate students on site. Nolte field was
going to be closed down for a period of time, and that woul d be
devastating. There was an extensive piece in the JOURNAL on
student athletics. He asked staff to address these issues and
devel op a plan of action.

11. Ms. Serino stated that in regard to the Under 21 C ub
students were organi zing thensel ves and had devel oped a two-year
pl an they hoped to inplement. The draft of the plan would be
avai l abl e for Board nmenbers and ot her county officials.

12. Ms. Hobbs reported that on March 9 at Seneca Vall ey Hi gh
School there would be a job fair for students in Area 3, and on



24 February 28, 1990

March 24 there would be another job fair at R chard Montgonery
H gh School. On April 20 at Blair H gh School, they hoped to
have a career fair for students in Area 1.

13. In relating to the remarks nmade by Ms. Serino, M.

Gol densohn reported that four high schools had an event at the
Washi ngtonian. Ms. Genberling coommented that about 500 students
had participated.
