HELP NEEDED NOW!

For the past fifteen years, our association has been committed to providing toolkits of school
supplies for needy incoming kindergartners who attend a special Title I Extended Learning
Opportunities Summer Adventures in Learning (ELO SAIL) Program each summer. In those 15
years we've assembled and distributed nearly 20,000 kits. The number of kits requested each
summer has escalated from 800 the first year to 2,000 in each of the past three years, which is
what is needed again this July.

The estimated cost to provide 2,000 toolkits is approximately $26,000. Unfortunately, we have
fallen drastically short of this amount in our fundraising efforts that began in September. Thus far
we have only received 143 donations for a total of $12,515. That is less than 6% of our membership!
We URGENTLY NEED YOUR HELP NOW! Each year at this time we tend to panic about our
fundraising shortfall. Hopefully those of you who have not yet supported our project with a
donation this year will hear our urgent plea and take it to heart. PLEASE help by sending your
TAX-DEDUCTIBLE donation as soon as possible.
