IMMUNIZATION GUIDELINES
All children greater than 7 years of age must have and furnish
evidence of immunizations as follows:
¢ Diphtheria, Pertussis, Tetanus, Polio (3 doses)
e Hepatitis B (3 doses)
e Measles, Mumps and Rubella (2 doses after 1st

birthday)

e  Varicella / Chickenpox (1 dose) or 2 doses if
vaccinated after the age of 13 or proof of disease.

The State of Maryland has adopted new
immunization requirements for 7th graders

effective August 24, 2015, the first day of school.
Students entering the 7th grade must show proof
of vaccination against Tetanus-diphtheria-
acellular pertussis (Tdap) and Meningococcal
meningitis (MCV4).

Students not in compliance with the new
immunization requirements will be excluded from
attending school until they have provided
documentation of the required Tdap and MCV4
immunizations.

Free Tdap and MCV4 immunizations will be
available August 29, 2015 at the MCPS Back to
School Fair. Additional information will be posted
on the MCPS website.

Children who do not have proof of vaccination will not be
allowed to attend school.

ATTENTION PARENTS OF INCOMING SIXTH GRADE
STUDENTS

The Montgomery County Outdoor Education Program for all
sixth grade students at GMS is scheduled for the week of
November 16, 2015. Further information will be available at
the evening parent meetings (TBD). The total cost for each
student will be $76.00. This fee covers renting the facility, all
meals and evening snacks, paying a nurse, and securing
medical reimbursement insurance. If this fee imposes a
financial hardship on any family, confidential arrangements can
be made to underwrite all or part of it. Please contact
Grade 6 teacher TBD, to make these arrangements. This
outdoor education program can be one of the most beneficial
and memorable experiences in your child’s school career. No
child should be deprived of this valuable learning experience
for financial reasons.

RECORDING ATTENDANCE

e  Students will be recorded as a.m. absent if they
arrive to school more than two hours late.

e Students will be recorded as p.m. absent if they
leave school more than two hours early.

e Students will be recorded as either a.m. absent or
p.m. absent if they are absent from school for more
than two hours, but less than four hours during the
school day.

e  Students will be recorded as full-day absent if they
are present for less than two hours of the school day.

e  Students will be recorded as full-day present if they
are present for more than four hours of the school
day.

e  Students will be recorded as an unexcused absence,
if they are absent due to a family vacation.

e |If a student leaves early from school, the student
MUST bring a note to the attendance secretary in the
morning. The student will come to the main office for
early release. The parent/guardian must be listed on
the Student Emergency Card. The parent/guardian
must show a picture ID before the student will be
released for early dismissal.

MCPS FEES

Extracurricular Activity (ECA) fee remittance forms were
mailed to all students on July 15, 2015. The ECA fee is a one-
time fee of $32.50 for the 2015-2016 school-year. A reduced
fee of $15 is available for students whose family incomes are
less than $35,000. This fee is voluntary and we recommend
that the sixth grade parents wait until more information
regarding the extracurricular activities is distributed. Parents
can pay the ECA fee online using a credit card. Payments are
accepted by going to the MCPS website or
www.montgomeryschoolsmd.org/parents/ and navigating to the
Parents/Resources section, and then click on Extracurricular
Activity (ECA) fee — Pay online. Parents will receive by e-mail
a receipt when they pay online.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Students are required to wear clothing appropriate for physical
activity during physical education classes. All students will be
required to wear either the GMS uniform or change into athletic
attire similar to the uniform on a daily basis. Physical
education uniforms are sold during the first week of school
beginning Tuesday, September 1. Order forms will be
distributed during physical education and health classes on the
first day of school Monday August 31. Uniforms tend to sell
quickly; the first week of school is the best time to purchase
these items. Students are able to bring in their own change of
clothing from home. White or gray t-shirt, black or blue shorts
are suggested. Sweatshirts and sweatpants can be any color.
Uniform prices at GMS are: t-shirts $12.00, shorts $15.00,
sweat pants $20.00, hooded sweat shirt $23.00, and PE bag
$7.00.

School. Remember; send no money on the first day of
school.

Dear Middle School Parent:

Enclosed are route schedules for buses serving your child’s school. Please note the appropriate time,
location, and route number for your child. Students should be ready and waiting to board the bus
five (5) minutes prior to its scheduled arrival time. Route numbers are displayed on the side window
of the bus. Students who live within 1.6 miles of the school are not eligible for transportation
services if safe walking routes are available. Questions should be referred to the transportation
cluster supervisor who is responsible for your school.

Bus stops previously scheduled may have been eliminated or relocated to provide economies in
operation. Every effort is made to minimize inconvenience to students and parents, and provide a
reasonable level of service. Saving support budget dollars provides more resources for classrooms.

When bus stops are scheduled at intersections, students should stand safely away from traffic, within
150 feet of the stop. Parents are responsible for maintaining discipline and safety ar bus stops.
Students waiting for buses may choose to stand in carports and garages for protection from the
elements. This is acceptable only if: (1) it does not z;ﬁ;er the route; (2) it does not increase the
number of stops; (3) it is acceptable to all parties involved; and, (4) it 1s reasonably close to the
regular stop (so that a substitute bus operator, not familiar with special arrangements, may easily
Jocate the students). Note that bus operators are only authorized to stop at designated stops and
please do not request unauthorized stops. Montgomery County Public Schoolsrealizes a substantial
fuel savings by limiting the number of bus stops.

Students who wish to ride home on a friend’s bus, or get off their own bus at a friend’s stop must
bring a note from their parent. Once approved and signed by the principal, the student should give
this note to the operator of the bus they will be riding. This practice will normally be approved
where space permits.

Inclement weather creates many hardships for us all. It is not possible to provide additional
transportation during winter months or on rainy days, and for this reason, students should dress
accordingly. In case buses are not able to reach designated stops due to snow and ice accumulation,
parents are encouraged to make advance arrangements with bus operators so that students who live
in these areas can board at alternate Jocations when necessary.

Appropriate student behavior is important to the safety and comfort of everyone. Parents are
encouraged to discuss behavior with their children regularly to reinforce this message. It s important
that all students follow the rules stated in “Ride by the Rules.” campaign. For more information on
this, please visit: http://www.montgomeryschoolsmd.org/ departments/transportation/ or ask your
school for one of the “Ride by the Rules” pamphlets.

Adjunto enviamos los horarios de las rutas de autobuses que prestan servicios a Ja escuela de su
hijo/a. Por favor apunte el horario, lugar, y nimero de ruta que le corresponde a su hijo/a. Los
estudiantes deberdn estar esperando en la parada, listos para subir al autobis cinco (5) minutos antes
del horario de llegada asignado. Los ntumeros de las rutas estan expuestos en cada autobus, en la
ventana del costado. Los estudiantes que viven a una distancia menor de 1.6 millas de la escuelano
son elegibles para recibir servicios de transporte, a no ser gue el camino a la escuela tenga algin
inconveniente. Las preguntas deberan ser referidas al supervisor/a de transporte responsable de
prestar servicios a su escuela.

Ciertas paradas de autobuses anteriormente establecidas podrian haber sido eliminadas o
relocalizadas para economizar en las operaciones. Se hacen todos los esfuerzos posibles por
minimizar cualquier inconveniencia para los estudiantes y los padres, y ofrecer un nivel de servicio
razonable. El ahorro en el presupuesto de servicios permite dedicar mas recursos para {a ensceflanza.

Cuando las paradas de autobus estan establecidas en intersecciones, los estudiantes deberan esperar
al autobtls auna distancia prudente del tréfico, y a menos de 150 pies de la interseccion. Los padres
son responsables de mantener la disciplina y la seguridad en las paradas de autobus Los
estudiantes que estén esperando autobuses pueden optar por esperar bajo techo o garajes para
protegerse de los elementos. Esto es aceptable unicamente si: (1) no altera la ruta; (2) no aumenta el
namero de paradas; (3) es aceptable para todas las partes involucradas; y, (4) esta razonablemente
cerca de la parada (de manera que un conductor/a suplente que desconozca acuerdos especiales
pueda localizar facilmente a los estudiantes). Tengase en cuenta que los conductores de autobus
estan autorizados a parar unicamente en paradas designadas, por favor no les pidan hacer paradas no
autorizadas. Montgomery County Public Schools percibe ahorros sustanciales de combustible al
limitar el nimero de paradas de los autobuses.

LLos estudiantes que deseen viajar a casa en el autobus de un amigo/a, o bajarse de su propio autobus
en la parada de un amigo/a deben de traer una nota de sus padres. Una vez aprobada y firmada por el
director/a de la escuela, el estudiante deberd entregar la nota al conductor/a del autobus en que estén
viajando. Normalmente, esta practica sera aprobada cuando haya suficientes plazas en el autobus.

El tiempo inclemente ocasiona muchas dificultades para todos. No es posible proveer transporte
adicional durante los meses de invierno o durante dias Huviosos, y por esta razon, los estudiantes
deberan vestirse apropiadamente. En caso de que los autobuses no puedan llegar a las paradas
asignadas debido a acumulacién de nieve y hielo, recomendamos a Jos padres que previamente se
pongan de acuerdo con los conductores para tener una parada alternativa, cuando sea necesario.

Annual Notification of Your Rights under FERPA

As a parent/guardian of a MCPS student, you have certain rights regarding your child’s education records under the
Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), applicable federal regulations, and the Code of Maryland Regulations
(COMAR) 13A.08.02. These rights are summarized below and described in more detail in Montgomery County Public
Schools (MCPS) Regulation JOA-RA, Student Records, www.montgomeryschoolsmd.org/departments/policy/pdf/joara.pdf.

1. Review of Student Records. You have the right to inspect and review your child’s education records no later
than 45 days after the school receives your written request. It is the goal of MCPS that schools should comply,
whenever practicable, within 10 days after receiving a written request and prior to any hearing relating to the
identification, evaluation, or placement of the student. The school will make arrangements for access and notify you
of the time and place where your child’s records may be inspected. The principal or his/her designee will be present
during this review.

2. Amendment of Student Records. If you believe your child’s records are inaccurate, misleading, or in violation
of your child’s privacy rights, you have a right to make a written request for the school to amend the records.
MCPS Regulation JOA-RA, Student Records, outlines procedures for addressing these requests including hearings, as
appropriate. Grades are not subject to challenge under this provision.

3. Disclosure of Student Records. You have the right to provide written consent before MCPS discloses personally
identifiable information from your child’s education records, unless federal law or state law specifically authorizes
disclosure without consent. Guidelines for release of directory information, as well as the opportunity to opt-
out from this release, are referenced on the other side of this form. In addition, please note that consent is not
required for disclosures to school officials with legitimate educational interests, including administrators, teachers,
or other staff employed by MCPS, as well as others acting on behalf of MCPS who need access to fulfill their job
responsibilities, such as: school nurses and other health professionals who work with schools; school security
personnel; a Montgomery County Board of Education member; a person, organization, or company under contract
with MCPS to perform a service or function for which MCPS would otherwise use its own employees (such as
attorneys or auditors); or a parent or other volunteer serving on a MCPS committee or helping other school officials
perform their tasks.

e Upon request, MCPS also discloses education records without consent to officials of other schools or school
districts if the disclosure is for purposes of the student’s enroliment in or transfer to that school or school district.
In addition, MCPS may lawfully disclose personally identifiable information from student records, without your
prior written consent, for other reasons authorized by FERPA, including to specified governmental agencies, for
approved research projects, in compliance with a judicial order or a lawfully issued subpoena, or in a health or
safety emergency.

¢ Additional information may be found in MCPS Regulation JOA-RA, Student Records, available on the MCPS
website or at your local school.

4. Complaint to the U.S. Department of Education. If you believe your rights under FERPA have been violated
and efforts to resolve the situation through MCPS appeals channels have not proved satisfactory, you have the right
to file a complaint with the Family Policy Compliance Office in the U.S. Department of Education, 400 Maryland
Avenue, SW, Washington, DC 20202 or call 202-260-3887.

5. Rights of Eligible Students. The rights described above transfer to a student who is 18 years old or is attending
a postsecondary education institution; parents/guardians of dependent eligible students, however, may access their
child’s records without prior consent of the eligible student.

Beginning with the 2014-2015 school year, new immunization requirements for Maryland
students entering Grade 7 were established.

Before your child can enter Grade 7, he/she must have one tetanus, diphtheria, and acellular
pertussis (Tdap) vaccination and one meningococcal vaccination (MCV4).

These new requirements are in addition to previous school years’ immunization requirements.
Please contact your child’s health care provider to determine whether or not your child has
already received these immunization vaccinations, and if not, plan to have them administered as
soon as possible.

Request documentation that your child has received the
additional required immunizations from your health care provider and submit a copy of
the documentation to your child’s school health room as soon as possible, but no later than
Monday, August 31, 2015, the first day of the 2015-2016 school year.

According to Maryland School Immunization Regulations, COMAR 10.06.04, parents must
submit documentation of required age appropriate immunizations before their child attends
school.

There is a free vaccine clinic that will be held at the Montgomery County Public Schools
Back-to-School Fair, 850 Hungerford Drive, Rockville, Maryland, on Saturday, August 29,
20135, from 11:00 a.m.—2:00 p.m for those students still in need of these vaccinations. Vaccines
will be available by appointment only. Please make an appointment at
www.montgomerycountymd.gov/vaccineclinic or by calling 311.

( REMINDER for the 2015-16 school year :

! o 2 doses of Varicella vaccine for entry into Kindergarten AND 1* Grade
| o 1 dose of Tdap vaccine for entry into 7" AND 8" grades

t o 1 dose of Meningococcal vaccine for entry into 7 AND 8" grades

Instructions: On the chart locate the student’s age or grade and read from left to right on the chart to determine the
number of required vaccinations by age or grade. Dosing interval should not be considered when determining if the
requirement is met, except for MMR and Varicella vaccines (See footnote #4).

1. If DT vaccine is given in place of DTP or DTaP, a physician documented medical contraindication is required.

2. Proof of immunity by positive blood test is acceptable in lieu of vaccine history for hepatitis B, polio and measles, mumps, rubella and
varicella, but revaccination may be more expedient.

3. Hib and PCV(Prevnar™) are not required for children older than 59 months (5 years) of age.

4. All doses of measles, mumps, rubella and varicella vaccines should be given on or after the first birthday. However, upon record review for
students in preschool through 12™ grade, a preschool or school may count as valid vaccine doses administered less than or equal to four (4)
days before the first birthday.

5. One dose of varicella (chickenpox) is required for a student younger than 13 years of age. Two doses of varicella vaccine are required for
students entering Kindergarten or 1% grade and for previously unvaccinated students 13 years of age or older. Medical diagnosis of varicella
disease is acceptable in lieu of vaccination. Medical diagnosis is documented history of disease provided by a health care provider.
Documentation must include month and year.

6. Four (4) doses of DTP/DTaP are required for children less than 7 years old. Three (3) doses of tetanus and diphtheria containing vaccine

(any combination of the following — DTP, DTaP, Tdap, DT or Td) are required for children 7 years of age and older. One dose of Tdap
vaccine received prior to entering 7™ grade is acceptable and should be counted as a dose that fulfills the 7" and 8™ grade Tdap requirement.
