The Council is made up of
parents, guardians and grandpar-
ents of minority children enrolled in
the Montgomery County Public

equal education for all children,
particularly minority children.

HOW ARE WE ORGANIZED?

The Parents’ Council is comprised of
representatives from each school in
Montgomery County. Selected by their
principal, these parent represen-
tatives work together within the
county’s schools for the purpose of
training other parents to be advocates
for their children, sharing information,
and resolving problems that impact
the education of their children. Each
school elects a representative to at-
tend the monthly meetings of the Par-
ents’ Council. Any interested person
may attend the monthly meetings.
