 A spongy, pancake-like 

Ethiopian flat bread. The 
bread serves as plate, 
utensils, and food. 

What is Kwanzaa? 
 
A week-long holiday 
honoring African heritage. 
It is observed from 
December 26 to January 1 
each year  and highlights 
1 principle per day. It fea-
tures  activities such as 
candle-lighting and liba-
tions  ending with a feast 
and gift  giving.  

What is a Bar or Bat

The initiation ceremony 
which 
occurs when a Jewish boy 
(Bat Mitzvah) or 
Girl (Bar Mitzvah) takes on 
adult 
responsibilities in Judaism.
