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Farquhar Modernization Update 

While the Board of Education has voted to 
modernize Farquhar using our 
preferred land-swap option, this is not a "done 
deal." Next, the Parks 
Department has to agree to swap park land for 
school land. Then there 
will be a public hearing before the Montgomery 
County Planning Board. 
This meeting will require testimony and a large 
presence by our parents to convince the 
Planning Board that the community wants and 
supports the land-swap.  We'll let everyone 
know when future meetings are taking place via 
email. Please forward our updates to those who 
may be interested who do not receive Brooke 
Grove PTA emails.  The Superintendent has 
recommended a one-year modernization delay 
for Farquhar and all subsequent middle school 
modernizations. This is due to the County's tight 
budget situation. If this recommendation is 
adopted by the Board of Education and the 
County Council, it means that the construction 
won't begin until June of 2014 and be completed 
by August of 2016. If you currently have a 
second grader and construction is delayed one 
year - you will be affected by the modernization 
plans.
