6th Grade Spanish:  5 Day Plan
At the beginning of each unit, students receive a study guide that lists all the vocabulary, and the grammar that will be covered during unit of study.  In addition, the study guide lists all the assessment dates and what will be covered on each assessment.  
Days #1 - #5

Look at your study guide and review the vocabulary and grammar that will be on the next quiz/test.  Spend at least 30 minutes practicing how to spell and translate each word.  Do not worry too much about pronunciation at this point.  We will work on that in class.

Study Suggestions for Vocabulary & Grammar Retention:
1)  Make flashcards for your vocabulary and practice several times each day

2) Write out vocabulary and/or verb conjugations 3 – 5 times each, say it as you write (repeat this several times throughout the week)

3) Review your songs and relevant class work

4) Study with a friend and/or have an adult give you a “ practice Spanish Vocabulary Spelling Test”
5) Find the similar information in your textbook and access the suggested websites for additional practice

6) Practice writing sentences and/or short paragraphs about the topics being studied.

7) PLEASE make sure you study at least 30 minutes each day.  We must stay on-track with the curriculum because everyone has to take the mid-term exam on January 20th.
