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Title: Should be the title of the invention, not a created title. The name of the invention should reflect what the product is or does.

Description of problem: An explanation of what the problem is, when or where someone would encounter the problem, and why it is a problem.

How the invention solves the problem and who benefits: An explanation of how the invention solves the problem described above and who would benefit from the creation and use of this invention.

Materials and why chosen: A list of supplies used with the specific amounts used and why those particular materials were chosen.

Description of Invention: Detailed description of what the invention does, how it works, how it is used, and what each of the invention’s parts are used for.

Diagram: Drawing of the invention with all of the necessary elements labeled. If need be, the diagram can be drawn from several different angles, showing parts moving or opening and closing.

Invention Testing Data: Evidence showing that your invention was tested by multiple people and the results of those tests.
Inventor’s log: A log that shows the process that the inventor went through to create their final product. This should be in front of the backboard not attached. 

Invention: The invention must be present and functional. If the invention is too large, then a working model must be displayed.
