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Guidelines

· Each myth must be the product of a team of investigators (maximum of 4 students) unless given permission otherwise.

· Teams of investigators must sign an agreement that all partners will participate equally, contributing the same amount of time, materials, and information. Throughout the process, there will be periodic checks to make sure that all partners are upholding the agreement. Teams of investigators will receive a single grade on their Mythbusters project.

· The cost of each myth must not exceed twenty-five (25) dollars, so investigators are encouraged to use recycled materials. Materials and funds for materials are available for students who need additional support.
· All myths must be approved by ALL project teachers (Mrs. Gleason and Mrs. Martin)

· All teams of investigators will present their final project. Students must demonstrate a thorough understanding of the process and the product they created.

· There must be actual science in your myth that can be researched, investigated, and explained to your audience.
· Your myth must be testable. Data collection is required for scientific and mathematical analysis. 

· All groups are required to film the entire process of investigating their myths. Videos should be creative, include all required elements, and be edited.   

· All group members must participate in your Mythbusters episode.
· All groups are required to research the science behind their myth and are responsible for providing that research on the day their project is presented.

· All safety precautions should be followed while creating and testing your myth. No materials should be used that are dangerous, flammable, or toxic. All electrical wiring must be properly insulated. Electrical connections should be 120 volts or less. No animal cruelty and human cruelty is permitted.
