Assessments:   There will be weekly quizzes, as well as daily, in-class assessments.  Unit tests will be cumulative and will have a reading, writing and listening component.  Periodically, students will also have an oral exam, so that their speaking progress is monitored.  This will also help prepare students for the mid-term and the final exams, which have an oral language assessment. Finally, as students acquire more language ability, they will be given a choice of group projects centered on a theme/unit of study.  The majority of the work for these projects will be done in-class and there will be several “check-points” for the project.
Re-testing:   Re-testing will be offered on some formative assessments and arrangements for this will need to be made with Ms. York.  The grade earned on the re-testing is the final grade.

Homework:   At the beginning of each unit your child will receive a vocabulary and grammar study guide.  Daily review (10- 15 minutes) of this study guide is essential for success in Spanish.  Strategies for studying a foreign language will be covered in class.  Home work in 6th grade is 10% of your overall grade.  Please complete the homework and turn it in on time.
