    The Montgomery County Public Schools (MCPS), in cooperation with the Montgomery County Police Department and the Montgomery County State’s Attorney’s Office, have developed the Montgomery County CyberSafety Initiative.  On November 25, 2008, an initiative “kick off” will be held at the Montgomery County Council of Parent Teacher Associations (MCCPTA) delegates meeting.
       The purpose of this CyberSafety initiative is to keep children safe when using the Internet at school and at home.  Using a proactive, systemic approach, this partnership initiative will educate instructional staff, parents, students, and the community at large regarding Internet dangers; provide resources for keeping children safe while online; and advocate for reporting unsafe online incidents to law enforcement that lead to the prosecution of offenders.
