The purpose of the Science Fair is to provide an opportunity for students to pursue a science-related question of their choice, to develop an understanding of the scientific processes required to explore and answer that question, and to promote students’ critical thinking skills.  Below is some information that will help you to support your child in this project.
FOR 3rd and 4th grade students (not including the HGC):

1. Students in grades 3 and 4 will complete class projects at school.  
2. They ALSO have the option of completing a project for fun at home, either individually or with a partner.
FOR 4th grade HGC students and all 5th grade students:

1. Students in 4th grade HGC (highly gifted center) and all 5th grade students must participate in the science fair.  Students may work individually or with a partner.  
2. The project will be incorporated into their science grade during the 4th quarter.  
3. The majority, if not all, of the project will be completed at home.
