Please note that skills are introduced and then re-visited for practice and application throughout the entire school year.  Each kindergarten teacher may use different center activities and different literature when teaching these objectives.  In order to accommodate different ability levels and learning needs, opportunities are provided for additional practice and/or to extend lessons with challenges.

Analysis (critical thinking skill)-breaking down whole into parts that may not be immediately obvious and examining the parts so that the structure of the whole is understood
Collaboration (academic success skill)-working effectively and respectfully to reach a group goal

Reading/Language Arts
A comprehensive program of reading, writing, listening, and speaking
