In October of 2011, Superintendent Starr's Recommended Budget included a
recommendation for the construction of a fifth elementary school in our cluster,
Richard Montgomery Cluster Elementary School #5, with a request for funding to
allow a scheduled opening of August 2015. Dr. Starr has recommended a
program capacity of 740. No other elementary additions have been
recommended at this time because MCPS believes the new school with this
program capacity will address revised projected enroliment.

Unfortunately, the County Executive recommended holding off RMES #5 for
TWO YEARS! We need relief NOW but definitely cannot wait until 2017! What
relief will our children have? They are rushing through crowded hallways, having
a few minutes to eat their lunch and what about our teachers that are
contemplating relocating to less populated schools?

THIS THURSDAY, February 9th at 7:00pm (exact time of testimony will not be
available until after 4pm on Thursday, but we will do our best to get that out to
you), one of our RM Cluster Coordinators, Cheryl Moss Herman, will testify on
behalf of the Richard Montgomery Cluster at the County Council’s public hearing
on the County Executive’s Recommended Capital Improvements Budget.
Thursday evening is reserved for discussion of MCPS facilities and we
encourage, in fact, NEED the support from College Gardens parents, expecting
parents, neighbors, childcare providers and friends.
