FIRST TIME USERS NEED TO CREATE A STUDENT PROFILE: (If you already 

have an account, do not create a new one) 

1. Go to www.turnitin.com 

2. Go to the upper-right hand corner and click once on “New Users”. 

3. It will say, “Create a Profile”.  Select “Student”. Click “Next”. 

4. Class name is Pre IB 10A 

5. Enter the class ID: 4060609         

6. Enter the enrollment password:  IB10A        

7. Enter your first name and last name. 

8. Enter your email address which will be your user name for Turnitin.com.  Click  

            “Next”. 

9. Create a user password.  Your password must be at least 6 letters and no longer  

            than 12 letters long.  You must have one number and one letter in your password.   

            The password is case sensitive.  You will have to type your password twice. 

10. Write your password here so that you do not forget it.  Click “Next”.  

11. Select your secret question and type in the answer. 

12. Click “I Agree” to complete the profile.
